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Abstract

Children’s books can be a place where “ideologies” were embedded and a subtle influence
on the ways in which children were taught, trained and disciplined. A critical discourse analysis of the
“Muea khunta Khunyai Yang Dek” book series revealed gender ideologies in terms of power relations
between masculinity and femininity. The study argued that “language” has been used as an instrument
by a eroup of the powerful in the society to construct, emphasize and reproduce the ideologies that
have been instilled into children and society. This leads to an asymmetrical power relation and social

inequality.

Moreover, the songs was about cheering the
people to have love and unity and to build the
nation as in the slogan “Peace, Independence,
Democratic, Unity and Permanent” resulting the
peace and prosperity of the nation. The researcher
selected 6 out of 27 songs that showed obvious
contents related to socio cultural in politic aspect
including Pamai Sotchuen (Fresh Forest), Daen
Itsara (Independent Land), Hak Mueang Lao
(Love Laos), Sai-chai Lao- Viet (Laos —Vietnam
Relationship), Lao Mai Man Yuen (Permanent
New Laos), and Samakkhee Sam Chat Indo-chin
(Three Indo-china Nation Unity). It was found that
the lyrics of the songs presented about nation
loving, love nation cheering, own race loving and
bravado to reestablish its sovereignty, freedom,

fighting against the invasion of the enemies.

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Abstract

This article aimed to analyze the identity on title creation in short stories of Thassanawadee.
Data used for the analysis included the seven sets of short story series with 63 stories written by
Thassanawadee. The results of the analysis indicated that in naming the titles of the stories, the author
used the criteria of title creation which was divided into 5 categories; naming the titles from main
characters, naming the titles from the main themes, naming the titles of from important reasons, naming
the titles from characters’ behaviors, and naming the titles from proverbs and songs. In this regard, the
characters’ behaviors, and naming the titles from proverbs and songs.

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Abstract

The objective of recent study was to investigate how the complex onsets in Khmer loan-
words in Thai were simplified. The data of the study were collected from the previous studies on
Khmer loanwords in Thai. Only the words contained with complex onsets in the sequence of stop
and obstruent (stop_obs) were selected and they are still in use in the present Thai. The result of the
study was found that 27 complex onsets in the sequence of stop & obs were attested with Khmer
loanwords in Thai and they were simplified. The strategies of simplification were segment deletion,
segment insertion or featural change. Thai grammar prefers the segment insertion, by /a/ epenthesis,
to the featural change and the seement deletion. The unaspirated stops in the first position, from
the featural change, surfaced as aspirated stop in some words. The solving by segment deletion
was not popular to Thai grammar. Most of complex onsets were not systematically simplified. The
complex onset pd, for example, had surfaced as many alternated form, pha-d, pra-d, or ra-d. The
findings could help language learners find their way to understand Khmer language, especially in

pronunciation of Khmer words.

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Introduction

The results of long-time contact between Khmer and Thai are found in both societies. A
part from its language, Thai culture has many distinctive features, but a significant part of it, including
statecraft and the Hindu-inspired royal cult, along with much of its art, architecture, music and
dance, has been adapted from Khmer prototypes following the decline of Angkor in the fifteen
century. The Thai script and a portion of its vocabulary have also borrowed from the Khmer. It has
thus come as no surprise to find that in Bangkok there is a massive scale model of Angkor Wat right
next to the Temple of Emerald Buddha - the Thai kingdom’s Royal Chapel and one of its holiest
sites (Michael. 2003: 37).

The motivation of the influence might begin firstly at about the 10th century, starting from
Khmer to Thai, then from Thai to Khmer around the 16" century (Pou. 2003: 259).

From a linguistic contact, thousands of Khmer words were borrowed and around hundreds
of Thai words were also borrowed into Khmer language. The large numbers of the loanwords, Khmer
words which were borrowed by Thai and vice-versa indicated the good neighborly relations between
two natives (Varasarin, 1984: 22; Sonnang. 2010).

Khmer loanwords in Thai have become its prominence since more than five decades ago.
The themes of the previous studies were significantly on: 1) the description on the influx of Khmer
words into Thai language, 2) Categorizing the loanwords according to language usage, and 3) some

history backgrounds between Khmer and Thai. In later times, the scope of the studies moved to a
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further step of linguistics: phonology and morphology (Varasarin, 1984; Huffman. 1986; Premin. 1996;
Sonnang. 2010) in which the investigation was to the phonological adaptation.

In terms of phonological change, Uraisi (1984: 70-71) claims that the changing took place
in loanword could be from the difficulty of articulation in the recipient language. It may briefly be
in four phonological aspects:

1. Initial consonant cluster initiated by fricative /s-/, /as s?/, /sk/, /st/, /sd/, /sp/, /sb/,
/s\/, /sn/, /sp/, /sn/, /sm/ sj/sv/sr etc. These clusters! / in the borrowing process, could be inserted

2. The /3/ which always occurs the consonant cluster initiated by dental consonant /1-/

Varasarin’s work could be considered as the first study, which provided a broad picture of
loanword adaptation. Throughout her whole work, the author tried to explain the phonetic changes

within the loanwords basing on generative phonology.

Methodology

From the merit of the previous work, the recent study was extended to more deeply into
phonetic adaptation to investigate how complex onsets were treated in the environment of Thai
grammar. However, the scope of the study was limited to the simplification of complex onsets in the
sequence of Stop_Obstruent (hereafter, stop_obs). The study did not put any further investigations
or discussions on the origins of the words, since the issue had been studied more enough in the
previous work (Kanchana. 1959; Banjob. 1983; Varasarin. 1984; Kantanyu. 2000 and others).

The data were collected from previous studies. Of about 2,000 Khmer loanwords in Thai,
the tokens were limited only the words with complex onsets in the sequence of obs obs. Thus,

about 110 words were selected and they are still in use or known by the present Thai.

In this paper, the word “consonant cluster” refers to “complex onsets.”
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Each word was transcribed by the International Phonetic Alphabet (IPA) following by Khmer
orthography in Khmer dictionary by the Phnom Penh-based Institute of Buddhist (1967) (hereafter
IB), and, as the loanword form, Thai orthography basing on Thai dictionary by the Bangkok-based
Royal Institute of Thailand (1999) (hereafter RIT).

Khmer and Thai Phonotactics

Since the topic is around the phonological theme, some relevant issues should be addressed
to pave way for the following analysis in the next section.

Languages differ in the dimension of complexity of syllable margins (Kager, 1999: 95). In
native Thai words, the complex onset, which is a kind of syllable margins, is very limited. Since the
syllable structure of a language may be more complex than the other, syllable structure adjustments
need to be made within loanword adaptation. From this restriction, some complex onsets have been
modified or adapted. The segment deletion, segment insertion, and featural changes are simple
examples of this adaptation. That is, some clusters were broken up via epenthesis or the like and
some cluster components were deleted, so as to conform to phonotactics of the recipient language.

Thai has a much simpler syllable structure than Khmer. There are approximately 80-88 initial
consonant clusters (complex onsets) in Khmer, but only 11 in Thai. The richness of complex onsets
in Khmer, comparing with Thai, is a hard work for the Thai grammar to adapt those absent complex
onsets to fit the Thai syllable pattern. From wordlist, there are approximately 60 clusters attested
with Khmer loanwords in Thai. From first glance, a few of these segments might be unchanged and
many of those encountered the adaptation.

In the phonological inventory, Khmer has 17 consonant phonemes and Thai has 21 consonant

phonemes, table 1 and 2 respectively.

From the work of Huffman (1986), the consonant f is included. However, this consonant is

not widely known by Khmer language speakers. Only elites and some educated people, especially
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ones who could speak English and French, are similar to this consonant. So in this paper the f is
absent from the table of Khmer consonant. To suggest, the presence of f, ¢ and z in Khmer, may

keep a room for future study.

While in Thai language, each aspirated consonant is considered as a phoneme, this kind of
consonant in Khmer language is considered as a combination of two consonant phonemes, plosive
and fricative. Beside the minimal pair analysis, Khmer has its especial property of word formation via
affixation to identify some segment. From this processing, an infix could break aspirated consonant
in Khmer. Thus aspirated consonant in Khmer is not a phoneme (Henderson, 1952: 162 cf. Jacob,
1993 : 47; Varasarin, 1984: 46; Prakorb, 1987; Karnchana, 1981: 56; Prum Moal. 2006: 30).

In terms of syllable margins, each consonant of the two languages could stand in simplex
onset position. But in the complex onset, Thai permits two consonants in this position, where the first

consonant must be an obstruent and followed by one of /L r w/. Table 3 illustrates this possibility.

From table 3, Thai complex onsets are strictly only 12. They must be rising in sonority. The
sonority hierarchy, ranking the segments from least to most sonorous, is as follows: stop + glide;
stop + liquid and fricative + liquid (Barbara. 2000: 217).

Khmer complex onsets are approximately 80-88 in which around 32 constituted by obstruent

+ obstruent sequence (schematically obs_obs). Table 4 illustrated this combination.

From table 4, the complex onsets in the sequence of the stop_obs are 25 clusters. Among
these sequences four consonants, /b/, /d/, /h/, /?/, are not found in the first position in the sequence.
From the database, all complex onsets of stop _obs were attested with Khmer loanwords in Thai.
They were simplified, since, as primary hypothesis, they are not allowed in Thai phonotactics. Then,

how have they been simplified or adapted?

The simplification of stop_obstruent

The pd in (2) was adapted to pha d. Thus, two adapted forms, the insertion of epenthesis
and featural change, of pd were used. All Khmer words in (2) are monosyllabic. They have been
adapted into bi-syllable word. Each word had been separated into two syllables by a vowel
epenthesis [a] and plosive p of initial segment formerly was unaspirated became an aspirated.

In (3), the /p/ in /pd/ surfaced as r. From (1)-(3), the p_d sequence underwent in three
alternative forms: the insertion of [a], /h/, /r/ and the changing from /p/ to /r/.

The former is that the /p/ in /pd/ surfaces as /ph/, then from /ph/ to /r/. This second step
may occur within Thai language. The second assumption is that p in pd took the change directly to
/t/.

The relation between Khmer and Thai has not just begun one or two centuries, but it has
been started nearly a thousand years ago. Khmer loanwords that come into Thai at time of contact
might not stay the same form as seen in the present time. Headley (1998 : 21) proposes that
loanword is a fossil of the language. This prediction could be wrong to the Khmer loanwords in Thai
or may be to other loanwords of the world, since the words borrowed are in use in the present
time. Thus, they may be adapted within the language. This leads to the change, phonetically change.

The /p/ to /ph/ mapping could be the best way for the first assumption. Best way to make
sure this prediction is from RIT (1999). Although some words have labeled as an old word’ , it could
give some guide on this issue. From this cue, pd has been mostly mapped as pha d. Thus we could
predict that pd from above examples could be adapted as pha d, then this sequence had been
changed to ra d in the latter time within the Thai language. However, the result of this investigation
reveals that there is no other form, i.e. pha d, of pd found in RIT. Consequently, we could assume
that the mapping pd to rd might be from the Khmer directly. Firstly, we could put our attention on
the available form of rd in Thai phonotactics. Although a number of Thai words in the form of ra_d
are foreign loanwords, it could help us to the assumption that this syllable pattern is permitted in

Thai phonotactics. Items in (4), for example, could be used to support this claim.

From (5), Thai grammar solved the illegal forms of c_b by separating via /a/ epenthesis. The
c_b sequence was broken by an epenthesis [a] and the stop c surfaced as ch, see (5b, 5d-5¢), and

stop c surfaced as t, see in (5a, 5¢). That is, the non-aspirated stop was changed to aspirated stop.

Besides the /c/ to /ch/ mapping in /cb/, another adapted form of /c/ is /t/, see (5b and 5d).
This mapping is different from /c/ to /ch/, since c and t are stop but different in place of articulation.

To sum, cb was simplified by segment insertion and featural change, a epenthesis and /c/
to /ch/ or /c/ to /v/, respectively, /c/ — /ch/ , /c/ — /t/.

Complex onset of items in (12) is a sequence of voiceless obstruent + voiced obstruent,
/kd/, is forbidden in Thai. Thai phonotactics blocked this sequence from coming to the language, so
/kd/ underwent the adaptation. The strategy that Thai might have employed to solve is to epenthesis.
In this case, from (12), the k in the sequence of k_d has mapped to kra d. The schemata of kra da:n

From the scheme, kd has been broken up by ra insertion. In terms of syllable, one syllable
in Khmer altered to two syllables in Thai, since there are two nuclei in this new form, the a of kra
and the a: of da:*°. That is Khmer one-syllable word had changed into Thai two-syllable word. The
sequence of stop k and liquid r (kr cluster) is legal in Thai. The insertion of ra violates the faithfulness

constraint. The constraint states that there is not inserted any segment in the output.

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The adaptation to the sequence of /s + obs/ is the insertion, the changing of the feature
of consonants. As things happened to the other sequence, the insertion is always an epenthesis a.
From (15), all words were broken by epenthesis a. For featural change, the s in (15f) had changed

to [r], fricative - trill.

Conclusion

One of the reasons of simplification of stop_obs sequence in Khmer loanwords in Thai might
be from its absence in Thai phonotactics. Within the Thai context, they were simplified in all words.
Thai grammar had to work hard with these sequences. To solve these strange forms, Thai grammar
chooses the strategy of segment insertion, featural change, and segment deletion. The epenthesis,
[a], was the most favor over featural change. The insertion of segment in some sequences caused
some first segment of complex onset alter its feature. Many Khmer first consonant in stop_obs is
unaspirated stop. They were adapted to an aspirated one in the context of loan form. However, the
solution on these means did not generally or systematically take place with a kind of sequence.

The result of the present study is different from the previous studies. In terms of consonant
cluster or complex onset, Varasarin (1984) put investigation on only the consonant cluster initiated
with s. This study gives further step to the stop obs sequence. The simplification of this sequence
was not systematically done. That is each sequence was not adapted into only form, but different

forms. Furthermore, the epenthesis [a] was not only strategy of complex onset.

Suggestions

1. In terms of complex onset, Khmer loanwords in Thai were not limited in only the sequence
of obs_obs, there are still rooms for further researches, as obs_sonorant, sonorant_obstruent, and
sonorant_sonorant.

2. In this article, the study was shed the light on how obs_obs was adapted in the environment
of Thai grammar within the general framework of phonetic adaptation. Thus, in the coming research
should be extended by using any specific theory for picturing on how adaptation was and other
aspects of the loanword.

put the tone to the foreign words, loanwords?

This dissertation was a philosophical

research, the objective of which was to discuss
and find solution to the research question whether
Machiavelli’s political thought in “The Prince”
was postmodernist. The counterpart argued that
Machiavelli’s political thought in “The Prince”
could not be accepted as postmodernist due
to two reasons:- 1) his public administration

focuses exclusively on the benefits for state
without any concern for political ethics; 2) his gov-
ernment approved public laws that endorsed
central administration in which administrative
power was bestowed on the supreme ruler only.
The researcher objected to their proposal and

discovered that their two arguments had defects
due to the following reasons. 1) There was a
partial and biased explanation of Machiavelli’s
political thought: they did not see the fine line that
separates the objectives of public administration
from ethics, morality and religions. Their misinter-
pretation eventually led to their misunderstanding,
misjudgment and pseudo accusation that
Machiavellihad an objective to destroys religions
and concerns exclusively the public utility without
caring a violation of morality in the same way as
politico-philosophical approach of modernism. 2)
Their selective reading of Machiavelli’s text: they
did not have a holistic understanding of Machiavelli’s
political writing in “The Prince”. They draw only
parts of his writings that supported their modern
political philosophy. They ignored other parts of
Machiavelli’s text that advised the princes/ rulers/
administrators to care for moral and good
governance principles in public administration.
They failed to bring into consideration the

politico-geographical facts during Machiavelli’s

lifetime which needed the decentralization
of political power. In this research, the researcher
discovered that Machiavelli’s political thought in
“The Prince” was a kind of ‘Moderate Postmodern
Philosophy’ by three reasons. 1) Machiavelli’s
political thought supported the use of creative,
adaptive, cooperative and inquisitive powers to
reach common standpoint and to withhold the
differences. 2) Machiavelli’s political thought
indicated a divide-line between laws and morality.
3) Machiavelli’s political thought supported quality
life development of each individual and that of

the public.

The
research applied the Buddha Dharma to create the
process of promoting ethics based on the identity,
then transferred to the target group, and led the
ethical community exchange knowledge with
others. The research employed mixed methodology
which majorly focused on the qualitative data and
the quantitative data subsequently. Community
-based research of The Thailand Research Fund
was also applied to the study. Data collection tools
included community survey, social map, academic

conference, unstructured interview, in-depth

interview, and focus group. Content analysis was
also used to analyze collected data. The research
results present as follows. 1) The study of the
community’s original faith identity driven from the
past to present found that the community had
been in conflict over 10 years. People’s morality,
ethics, value, tradition and good culture began to
decline. The conflicts of the community tended
to be more and more severe. However, among the
disharmony situations, there were still the things
which were original faith identity and mutually
respected by people since the period of their
ancestors. Those spiritual anchors were such as
(1) Inplaeng Buddha image, (2) Nong Loeng khae
Swamp, (3) the symbol of Egret, (4) the legend of
gong, (5) scented Pho leaves and (6) Phra Nang
Kheaw Khom Chaiyachettha Pagoda. 2) The process
of promoting ethics based on the community’s
original faith identity to resolve the conflicts
and disharmony, and strengthen the community
comprised 5 steps: (1) forming the ethical family,
(2) establishing the ethical community by building
the recognition, acceptation, and possession, (3)
designing various group activities, (4) driving group
activities for building ethics and consciousness, and
(5) empowering the groups for learning together.
The results showed that the process of promoting
ethics through learning the community identity
together and following Buddhist practices called,
“4 Saddhas” and “6 main characteristics” could
solve the problems and disharmony, and build
the immunity for people to avoid the conflicts in
the community. 3) The trial and evaluation of the
process of promoting ethics based on the community’s
original faith identity present empirical consequences
in 3 important ways : (1) the identity discovered
with the ethical community, (2) feedback from

arranging activities with the ethical community, and
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(3) resolution of the conflicts with the ethical
community. After the community was driven
following the planned process, and confirmed
the identity with recognition, acceptation and
possession, the results showed that people were
more confident in the process of promoting ethics.
Numbers of population that joined the activities
were double growing. People in the group were
satisfied, in which the conflicts were solved
successfully and empirically. It created the immunity
for people to live in the community together and
strengthened the community of love, harmony,
good-hearted and lasting happiness. However,
the sustainability and strength of the community
cannot be predicted, because it is based on the

The research was to find the suitable area for planting Kwao Krua (Scientific name: Pueraria
candollei Graham ex Benth Ver mirifica) by application of Geographic Information System and mapping
suitable areas for planting kwao krua in Chon Buri province. The factors included average rainfall, soil
texture, land use and elevation; specification weight was made by analytic hierachy process. Overlay data

In this study, data were simulated
under the generalized partial credit model, and
responses were simulated from one dimensional
test. All items were in five response categories
scoring.

A total of 54 (3x3x3x2)
conditions were studied. The data were replicated
500 times for each condition. Results of the study
were as follows: When length test increased, LRT
and Bayesian procedure had better control of
type | error rate than Poly-SIBTEST procedure. In
general, the Type | error rates of LRT and Bayesian
procedures were within the nominal limits. They
were higher power than Poly-SIBTEST procedures.

Data were collected
from fieldwork by servaying, observing, interviewing, focus group with key performants or a Kra-Peu maker:
Ajarn Suwat Yuthaekun and casual Informants, singer, people, musical instrument seller from 10 people.
Basic survey, structured interview, observes of focus group and workshops were used as the research

instrument. Result of research was that Ajarn Suwat Yuutahkul had given importance in the making
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process of Kra-Peu about the quality of choosing
a wood and using new equipments for making the
instrument. The beautiful decoration, carving and
design were used carefully. Other parts such as
the tuners, frets, head of Kra-Peu and so on had
importance for the high quality of its sound which
was produced from the expreriences of Ajarn
Suwat Yuthaekun. He also had knowledges of music
which was an important factor for making process

of Kra-Peu and was widely accepted by musicians.

3) The multiple-
level model of leadership factors affecting the
effectiveness of decentralization on the promotion
of life quality of local administrative organizations
indicated that all factors of community leaders,

the other area was 602,640 rai. The areas suitable
for conservation of rice made the most areas in

learning activities through social network. This
research was carried out through an one experimental
group with pretest - posttest design; the sample
group of which included 20 students of the third
year in the Computer Art and Design Program at
Buriram Rajabhat University who were obtained by
the purposive sampling technique. The instrument
used in this research included 1) Lesson plan for 3D
animation 2) Learning activities through the Social
Network 3) Teaching Behavior Observing Form 4)
The achievement for Learning. The statistics used
to analyze data were percentage, mean, standard
deviation and Dependent T-Test. The results
revealed that organization of the learning activities
through social Network resulted in effectiveness
of developing the learning behavior in term of
eagerness to study the lessons and revising of the
lessons. In the aspect of learning outcome, it was
found that student showed the development of
cognitive abilities and abilities to do achievement
test and secured the score after using social network
higher than before the use of social network, which
was consistent with the specified norm with 70%
more than the level of statistical significance at .05,

which was consistent with the fixed hypothesis.
