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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were : 1) to study the practices on the 8 basics
moralities of Banprakong school students under Buriram  Primary Educational Service Area
Office 1, and 2) to study the guidelines for developing the 8 basic moralities of Banprakong
school students under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 1. The samples were
148 parents, selected by simple random sampling for answering the questionnaires. In addition all
9 teachers, 7 basic school boards and 9 community representatives were selected for
brainstorming techniques. The statistics used for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard
deviation and inductive method.

The resuits of the study were as follows:
1. The practices on 8 basics moralities of Banprakong school students under
Buriram Primary Educational Service Arca Office | both as a whole and in each aspect were
at the high level. The aspects ranked from high to low mean scores were kindness, integrity,
discipline, unity, hygicnic ,politeness, diligence, and frugality.

2. The guidelines for developing the 8 basic moralities of Banprakong school
students under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 1, were that the school should
develop the students” performances in the three low levels including frugality, diligence, and
politeness. The school should organize activities focusing on the practices by using the varieties
of process in teaching and learning activities, leamer’s developing operation, project-based

learning, ethical training, Thai manner’s training, and cooperate the participation between teachers



and parents closely. Also, the school should build the correct understanding about the moral
development with the balanced academic development, participate in taking care of behaviors and
risk factors as well as creating the collaboration in assessment in order to obtain the information
which is useful for development. Besides the cooperation among parents and teachers in moral
development of students, the community should also participate in this development.

3. The additional opinions were the school should hold the meetings for parents and
community to inform the ethical development on the & basic moral of students for the better and

live happily in society.
