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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the administration of guidance of
administrators in schools under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 4 as perceived by
personnel in 5 aspects, namely the survey service, the information service, the counseling service,
the placement service, and the following-up and evaluation: 2) to compare the administration of
guidance of administrators in schools, classified by position and working experience: and 3) to
collect additional problems and suggestions related. The samples were 196 personnel derived
through Krejeie and Morgan's Table and simple random sampling. The instrument used for
collecting the data was the 5 - rating scale questionnaire, constructed by the researcher with the
reliability of 0.91. The statistics used for analysis the data were percentage, mean, standard
deviation, t-test, F-test and Scheffc's method.

The main research findings were summarized as follows :-

1. The administration of guidance of administrators in schools under Buriram
Primary Educational Service Area Office 4 as perceived by personnel both as a whole and in each
aspect was at the high level,

2. The administration of guidance of administrators in schools under Buriram
Primary Educational Service Area Office 4 as perceived by personnel with different positions as a
whole and the counseling service was not different.In contrast, the placement service was found with
statistically significant difference at the .01 level while the Information service, following—up and

evaluation were found with statistically significant difference at the .05 level,



3. The administration of guidance of administrators in schools under Buriram
Primary Educational Service Area Office 4 as perceived by personnel with different experiences as a
whole and in the information service aspect was found with statistically significant difference at the
.01 level while the survey service, and counseling service were found with statistically significant
difference at the .05 level.

4. The main problems of the administration of guidance of administrators in schools under
Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 4 as perceived by the personnel were the guidance
lacking development and improvement of forms for collecting student data, schools lacking
guidance teachers majoring in guidance; and books and documents on guidance being insufficient
for student needs. The suggestions were that there should be clear role and responsibility of the
guidance section, student data collection program should be provided, and the data and information
presented should be modem and up—to-date.
