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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the participations of student care and support
system in secondary schools under Buriram Secondary Educational Service Area Office 32, 2) to
compare the opinions about the participations of student care and support system in secondary
schools classified by positions and school sizes. The samples were 44 school administrators, 44
advisory teachers, and 44 guidance teachers making a total of 132. The sample size was calculated by
using the table of Krejcie & Morgan, and stratified random sampling, respectively. The instrument
used in this study was a 3-part questionnaire with its reliability at .624. The statistics used for
analyzing the collected data were percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The hypotheses were
tested by t-test and one-way ANOVA, and Scheffé method was used to compare each pair of the
aspects. The statistically significant difference was set at the level of .05.

The findings were as follows:

1. The opinions of the school administrators, adrisory teachers, and guidance teacher about
the participations of the Student Care and Support System in secondary schools under Buriram
Secondary Educational Service Area Office 32 both as a whole and at each aspect were at “high”
levels. The ranking from the highest to the lowest mean scores were protecting and solving student
problem aspect, the supporting and developing students , and student screening,

2. The opinions comparison of the school administrators, advisory teachers, and guidance
teachers about the participations of the Student Care and Support System in secondary schools under

Buriram Secondary Educational Service Area Office 32 classified by positions as a whole was not



different. However, the researcher found the area of transferring students was statistically significant
different at .01 level.

3. The opinions comparison of the school administrators, advisory teachers, and guidance
teachers about the participations of the Student Care and Support System in secondary schools under
Buriram Secondary Educational Service Area Office 32 classified by school sizes was not different.

4, The opinions and suggestions of the school administrators, advisory teachers, and
guidance teachers about the participations of the Student Care and Support System in secondary
schools under Buriram Secondary Educational Service Area Office 32 were as follows. 1)The
participation about knowing students, the teachers should participatc in making students’ record
2) The participation about screening students , the teachers should update students’ need information.
3) The participation in supporting and developing students, the teachers should participate by giving
scholarship to students. 4) The participation about health, during study income of students and
protecting and solving problems, the schools should support teachers to participate in Drugs
activities. 5) The participation about students” transferring, the teacher should organize direct
experiences for students to brainstorm, evaluate with reliability and suitable for students’ knowledge

and ability.
