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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the participation of school boards in
academic affairs administration in schools under Buriram Primary Educational Area Service 2 as
perceived by the school boards in 3 aspects, namely school curriculum development, teaching and
learming, and measurement, evaluation and learning transfer; 2) to compare the participation of
school boards in those 3 aspects, as classified by status and schools sizes, and 3) to gather problems
and suggestions related. The samples were 321 school board members, derived through the table of
Krejeie and Morgan and simple random sampling. The instrument used for collecting the data was
the rating-scale questionnaire, constructed by the researcher with the reliability of .97. The statistics

used for analizing the data were frequency, percentage, mean, standard diviation, and t-test.

The main research findings were as follows :

1. The participation of school boards in academic affairs administration in schools
under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, as perceived by school boards members
both as a whole and almost all aspects was at the high level, except in the measurement, evaluation

and leaming transfer aspect was at the moderate level.



2. The participation of school boards in academic affairs administration in schools
under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 2, as perceived by school board members
classified by school sizes as small and big sizes, as a whole and almost all aspects was not different,
except in the measurement, evaluation and learning transfer aspect was found with statistically
significant difference at the .05 level. When classified by status into being in schools and being
outside schools, both as a whole and in all aspects was not different.

3. The participation of the school boards in academic affairs administration in schools
had problems including schools did not notify the result of the curriculum implementation and
evaluation continuously and currently, not clearly understand forms, regulation and criteria of
evaluation, and no rules in assigning classroom teachers. The suggestions were the school boards’
supervision results should be used for leaming and teaching improvement, there should school
boards’” meeting and approvals on each classroom assignment, and the curriculum evaluation should

be reported to the school boards.
