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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study the problems of teachers’ classroom action
research, 2) to compare the opinions of the school administrators and teachers on the problems of
classroom action research of the schools in Krasang network under the Secondary Educational Service
Area Office 32, classified by positions and the school sizes, 3) to find the approaches to promote the
teachers to do the classroom action research of the schools in Krasang network under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office 32, The samples were all 244 school administrators and teachers of
the schools in Krasang network under the secondary Educational Service Area Office 3.2. The research
instrument was the questionnaire constructed by the researcher with the reliability of 96. The
statistics used to analyze the collected data were frequency, percentage, mean and standard
deviation. The hypotheses were tested by independent samples t-fest and F-test. Scheffe'
method was used to compare each pair of the aspects. The statistical significance was set at
035 level.

The findings were as follows:

1. The problems on doing classroom action research of teachers of schools in Krasang
network under the Secondary Education Service Area Office 32 both as a whole and each

aspect were at the moderate level.



2. The comparison of the opinions of the school administrators and teachers about the
problems on the classroom action research of teachers of schoolsin Krasang network under the
Secondary Education Service Area Office 32, classified by positions as a whole was not
different. When considering each aspect, it was not different inall 4 aspect. In contrast, there
was statistically significant difference at .01 level, classified by school sizes. When considering
each aspect, it was found that there was not different in the two aspects : research knowledge
and research personnel ; whereas , there was statistically significant difference at .05 level in

the two aspects: research budget and rescarch resources.

3. The approaches to promote the classroom action research of teachers of scheols in
Krasang network under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 32 according to the
opinions of the school administrators and teachers as a whole were found in the moderate
level. When considering each aspect, it was found at the moderate level in 3 aspects, ranked
from high to low mean scores were research personnel, research resources, and research

knowledge while the research budget was at the low level.
