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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the opinions of administrators
and teachers towards the operational states of school libraries under Buriram Primary Educational
Service Area Office 4, classified by positions and school sizes. The samples were all 194
administrators and 194 teachers in a total of 388 under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area
Office 4. The instrument used for collecting data was a questionnaire. The statistics used to
analyze the collected data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test,

The findings were as follows:

1. The operational states of school libraries as perceived by administrators and teachers
as a whole were at high levels. When considering in cach aspect, it was found that the
administrators and teachers were at high levels; whereas, the rest aspects were at moderate levels.
The administrators was reported as the highest mean score, while the information resource was
reported as the lowest mean score.

2. The comparison of the operational states of school libraries as perceived by
administrators and teachers, classified by positions and school sizes, was found that both as a
whole and each aspect were not different.

3. The opinions and suggestions about the operational states of school libraries as
perceived by school administrators and teachers under Buriram Primary Educational Service
Area Office 4 ranked from the highest mean score in each aspect; schools should be received the
budget allocation in procuring library materials and information sources sufficiently; schools

should be allocated to select teachers who graduated in library study to take care of school



libraries; students should regularly be trained in self-researching, establish to be book worming
habit, and use school libraries effectively; and libraries should provide more media, teaching

materials, and electronic printed materials suitably for the needs of servicing users.
