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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the states and problems of student care
system as perceived by the school administrators, teachers, guardians, and basic educational
schools committees of Krasang Quality Development Network Group 1, and 2) to study the
student care system performance model as perceived by the school administrators, teachers,
guardians, and basic educational school committees of Krasang Quality Development Network
Group 1. The samples were 14 school administrators, 14 teachers, 14 guardians, and 14 basic
educational school committees in a total of 56. The instruments used in this study were structured
interview, and brainstorming questions. The content analysis was used to analyze the collected
data. The findings were as follows:

1. The states and problems of the student care system in Krasang Quality Development
Network Group 1 were found that 1) Knowing individual student: the schools should provide the
class teachers suitably to students and collect each student data covering their knowledge/ability,
health, and family. The problem was lacking of students’ filing, 2) Students screening: the
students were screened by using student screening form. The students were divided into 3
groups : normal, risk, and disabled group, 3) Student support and development: the students were
supported and developed with various methods. The problem was lacking of activities to support
the students’ interests, 4) Prevention, help and correction: class advisors used various methods.
The problem was that the care system could not be used at home. 5) Student transfer: two

problems were found, namely class within the schools, when the class advisors wanted to transfer



the disabled students to counselors, and the problem was lacking of continuity in organizing, and
outside the schools, when the students faced the complicated problems, they were transferred to
the relevant organizations for their help.

2. The model of student care system in network schools was categorized in 8 steps: 1)
Knowing individual student: the up — to — date school information should be systematically
recorded, 2) Student screening : students should be screened and divided into 3 groups: normal,
risk and disabled, 3) Student support and development: the interesting activities should be used to
attract students, 4) Prevention, help and correction: teachers should cooperate with parents to take
care of children to have the desirable behaviors, 5) Student transfer: two models were found;
Student transfer within the schools, the meetings should be set for making the cooperation
between class advisors and other teachers; student transfer outside the schools, the operation plans
should be made, and there should cooperate with the relevant organizations for help, 6) The
operation evaluation: teachers should be assigned to take responsibility continuously and
presently, 7) the operation summary: there should be the meetings for reviewing the works, and
8) The operation report: the supervision and following up should be operated in accordance with

the schedule plan.
