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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the opinions of school
administrators and teachers towards the roles of school administrators in promoting student-based
learning provision in schools under Nakhonrachasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 7,
classified by positions, educational level, and working experiences. The samples were 144 school
administrators and 355 teachers in a total of 479, selected by using multi-stage random sampling.
The instrument used in this study was a 3-part questionnaire including check list, 5-rating scale,
and open-ended form with the discrimination index between 2.71-8.39, and reliability at 0.94.

The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were percentage, mean, and standard
deviation. The hypotheses were tested by t-test and one-way ANOVA, and Scheffé¢ method was
used to compare each pair of the aspects. The statistically significant difference was set at the
level of .05.

The findings were as follows:

1. The opinions of the school administrators and teachers towards the roles of school
administrators in promoting student-based learning provision in schools under Nakhonrachasima
Primary Educational Service Area Office 7 both as a whole and at each aspect were at high levels.
The learning-teaching provision was reported as the highest mean score, follows by
learning-teaching measurement and evaluation; whereas, the learning-teaching media was

reported as the lowest mean score.



2. The comparison of the roles of school administrators in promoting student-based
learning provision in schools under Nakhonrachasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 7,
classified by positions both as a whole and at each aspect was statistically significant difference at
.05 level.

3. The comparison of the roles of school administrators in promoting student-based
learning provision in schools under Nakhonrachasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 7,
classified by educational level both as a whole and at each aspect was statistically significant
difference at .05 level.

4. The comparison of the roles of school administrators in promoting student-based
learning provision in schools under Nakhonrachasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 7,
classified by working experiences both as a whole and at each aspect was statistically significant
difference at .01 level.

5. The additional opinions and suggestions about the roles of school administrators in
promoting student-based learning provision in schools under Nakhonrachasima Primary
Educational Service Area Office 7 with the highest percentage in each aspect were: 1) Learning-
teaching preparation: the teaching lesson plans should be prepared all time; 2) Learning-teaching
activities: the teachers should be supported in performing their duties and given moral support;

3) Learning-teaching media: the modern learning-teaching media should be allocated effectively;
4) Learning-teaching measurement and evaluation: the learning-teaching in each semester should
be evaluated, and the measurement and evaluation should be consensus and covered all learning
strands; and 5) Learning-teaching supervision: the supervising timetable should be provided and

planned regularly, and the teachers’ learning-teaching supervision should also be done.
