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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the factors influencing parents’ decisions
in having their children study in a private school under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area
Office 2, and 2) to compare parents” opinions toward the factors influencing their decisions
classified by educational background and the amount of income. Three hundred and thirteen
parents were selected as research samples. The research instruments used in the study was a set of
questionnaires, including checklist, rating scale, with its reliability value of .972. The data were
analyzed by mean, percentage and standard deviation. Independent samples t-test and One-way
Analysis of Variance were used to test the hypotheses, and Scheffé method was used to compare each
pair of factors. The significant difference was set at .05 level. The results of this research were as follows :

1. The overview of the factors influencing parents’ decisions in having their children
study in a private school under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 was found that
the 5 factors influencing the decision in having their children study in a private school have an
impact both overall and each factor. By factor, it was found that every factor influenced parents®
decisions at high level. The following factors were sorted by average factors from high to low
average : Teachers’ Roles, Teaching and Learning Activities, School's Reputation, Services and
Community Relation, and Facilities and Environment.

2. The result of comparing parents’ opinions toward the factors influencing their
decisions in having their children study in a private school under Buriram Primary Educational
Service Area Office 2 classified by educational background found that the parents with different



educational background had different factors influencing their decisions in having their children
study in a private school. The significant difference was set at .05 level. Comparing parents’ opinions
toward the factors influencing their decisions in having their children study in a private school
classified by amount of income found that the parents with different amount of income had different
factors influencing their decisions in having their children study in a private school. The significant
differece was set at .01 level.
