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ABSTRACT

The main purposes of the research were 1) to develop English reading
comprehension exercises with mind mapping for the tenth grade students to meet the
efficiency criteria of 75/75; 2) to compare students’ achievement scores before and after
the use of English reading comprehension exercises with mind mapping; 3) to study the
Effectiveness Index of English reading comprehension exercises with mind mapping for
the tenth grade students; and 4) to study the tenth grade students’ satisfaction towards the
use of English reading comprehension exercises with mind mapping.

The samples of the research were the tenth grade students (Mattayom Suksa 4/5)
of Nangrong School, Buriram Educational Service Area Office 3, Buriram Province.
They studied in the first semester of 2009 academic year and were selected through a
purposive sampling technique. The instrument of the research involved: 1) English reading
comprehension exercises with mind mapping, 2) lesson plans, 3) quizzes, 4) achievement
test, and 5) the questionnaires for checking students’ satisfaction through English reading
comprehension exercises with mind mapping. The data were analyzed by percentage,
mean, and standard deviation, and the hypothesis were tested through the E/E,, E.L,
and Dependent Samples t - test. The findings were as follows:

1. The development of English reading comprehension exercises with mind

mapping met the efficiency value at the criteria of 82.5/79.89.



2. The tenth grade students’ achievement after the use of English reading
comprehension exercises with mind mapping was higher than the achievement before the
use of the exercises at .05 level of significance.

3. The development of learning capability through English reading comprehension
exercises with mind mapping for the tenth grade students were at the Effectiveness Index
of 73 %.

4. The tenth grade students’ satisfaction toward the use of English reading

comprehension exercises with mind mapping was at high level.

Coffee beans come from coffee trees, They grow in tropical areas. They can grow
to 100 feet high, although they are usually kept much shorter to make it easy to harvest
the coffee beans. Coffee flowers smell like jasmines. A coffee tree produces about one to
one and a half pounds of roasted coffee a year. It takes about 4,000 hand - picked green
coffee beans to make a pound of coffee.

Coffec beans are really the seeds of fruit called coffee cherries. These cherries are
plump and bright red in color. They look like the cherries we eat, except that each
cherry normally contains two beans and there is less fruit pulp. The coffee cherry has
thin skin which tastes slightly bitter. The coffee bean is bluish green color.

Coffee trees grow in tropical regions that have plenty of rain. They need an
average temperature of 70 degrees Fahrenheit. Coffee is found in many places; Affica,
Arabia, Indonesia, India, and the Americas. It takes about five years for a coffee tree to
bear its first full crop of beans. It will be productive for about 15 years.
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Coffee contains the drug, caffeine. It is used in medicine as a mild
stimulant or to treat certain kinds of headaches. The average dose of caffeine that can be

consumed in a day without negative side effects is between 2 -3 cups of brewed coffee
(around 160 - 300 mgs.).

Coffee cherries are not ripe at the same time, so they must be picked by hand.
A good picker can pick about 200 pounds of coffee cherries in one day, then the coffee
beans are removed.

Next, the coffee beans are roasted. The roasters heat around 400 degree
Fahrenheit by gas flames.

After five to seven minutes, the beans turn yellow because they have lost about
12 % of their moisture. Now, they begin to make a crackling noise that reminds you of
popcom popping. They are actually popping open, which causes them to double in size.

Roastmasters test the coffee to check when the roasting is right. Just before the
beans are ready, they are put into a large metal pan called a cool tray. Large fans air -
cool the coffee to room temperature in about four minutes. During this period of time,
the coffee will darken in shade.

Coffec beans come from coffee trees. They grow in tropical areas. They can grow

to 100 feet high, although they are usually kept much shorter to make it easy to harvest

the coffee beans, Coffee flowers smell like jasmines. A coffee tree produces about one to

onec and a half pounds of roasted coffee a year. It takes about 4,000 hand - picked green

coffee beans to make a pound of coffee,
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Coffee beans are really the seeds of fruit called coffee cherries. These
cherries are plump and bright red in color. They look like the cherries we eat, except
that each cherry normally contains two beans and there is less fruit pulp. The coffee
cherry has thin skin which tastes slightly bitter. The coffee bean is bluish green colour.

Coffee trees grow in tropical regions that have plenty of rain. They need an
average temperature of 70 degrecs Fahrenheit. Coffee is found in many places; Africa,
Arabia, Indonesia, India, and the Americas. It takes about five years for a coffee tree to
bear its first full crop of beans. It will be productive for about 15 years.

Coffee contains the drug, caffeine. It is used in medicine as a mild stimulant or
to treat certain kinds of headaches. The average dose of caffeine that can be consumed in
a day without negative side effects is between 2-3 cups of brewed coffee ( around 160 -
300 mgs.).

Coffee cherries are not ripe at the same time, so they must be picked by hand.
A good picker can pick about 200 pounds of coffee cherries in one day, then the coffee
beans are removed.

Next, the coffee beans are roasted. The roasters heat around 400 degree
Fahrenheit by gas flames.

After five to seven minutes, the beans tum yellow because they have lost about
12 % of their moisture. Now, they begin to make a crackling noise that reminds you of
popcorn popping. They are actually popping open, which causes them to double in size.

Roastmasters test the coffee to check when the roasting is right. Just before the
beans are ready, they are put into a large metal pan called a cool tray. Large fans air -
cool the coffee to room temperature in about four minutes. During this period of time,

the coffee will darken in shade.

Coffee beans come from coffee trees. They grow in tropical areas. They can grow
to 100 feet high, although they are usually kept much shorter to make it easy to harvest

the coffee beans. Coffee flowers smell like jasmines. A coffee tree produces about one to
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oneandahalfpoundsofroastedcoﬂ“eeayear. It takes about 4,000 hand -
picked green coffee beans to make a pound of coffee.

Coffee beans are really the seeds of fruit called coffee cherries. These cherries are
plump and bright red in color. They look like the cherries we eat, except that each
cherry normally contains two beans and there is less fruit pulp. The coffee cherry has
thin skin which tastes slightly bitter. The coffee bean is bluish green color.
