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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the efficiency of local curriculum entitled
“Tambon Laluad” for Matthayomsuksa 1 students, 2) to compare their learning achievement
before and after learning through this curriculum, 3) to find out the effectiveness index of their
learning, and 4) to investigate their satisfaction toward the curriculum. The sample group
consisted of 30 Matthayomsuksa 1/2 students of Laluad school in the second semester of
academic year 2012, selected through simple random sampling technigue employing the
classroom as the sampling unit. The research instruments were 1) 6 supplementary texts of the
local curriculum entitled “Tambon Laluad ”, 2) 12 lesson plans for 12 hours, 3) 40-item of 4-
multiple choice lest with the discrimination power of .25-.87, difficulty of .33-.77, 10C- of 1.00,
and reliability of .91, and 4) 5-rating scale satisfaction questionnaire with its reliability of .93.
The statistics utilized in data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, E,/E,, E.I. and
dependent samples t-test.

The research results revealed that :

1. The local curriculum entitled “Tambon Laluad ” had the efficiency of 83.50/80.93
which was higher than the criteria set of 80/80.

2. The students learning achievement after learning through this local curriculum
was significantly higher than before using it at the statistical difference at .05 level.

3. The effectiveness index of their learning was 0.6955 which indicated their
learning progress increased 69.55 % .

4. The satisfaction of the students who learnt through the local curriculum entitled

“Tambon Laluad ” was at a high level.
