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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this rosearch wers (o study the levels of administrativa
skills, the levels of scademic administration and the relatlonships between
administrative skills and academic administration of secondary school administrators
under the Departmant of Burlram provincial General Education.

Subjects of this study were 68 secondary school administrators, 68 acadsmic
assistant administrators and 253 department heads. Proportichal stratified random
sampling accarding to school sizes was utilzed to assign 253 dapartmant heads to
participate in this study. All administratars and academic assistant administrators wers
selscted to ba subjects of the sludy. The instrument using for data collaction was a
questionnaire with 3 parts : chack list for demographic data, a five-point rating scale
consisting of 42 Itams in administrative skills and 40 items in academlc administration.
The item discrimination index was batween 2.01 - 6.48 and the reliability was 0.97.
Data wera analyzed using percentages, means, standard daviatlons and Psarson's
correlation coefficient. The data of 356 responses or about 91.52 % were obtained.
Rasults of this study can be concluded as follows.

1. Administrators perceived that they possessed a high level of
administrative skills In the whole aspects as well as in each aspect. Consldaring
from the highest to the lowest maans, thay were human skills, tachnical skllls and

conceptual sKills raspactivaly.



2. Adminlstrators also perceived that they performed at a high degree of
perfarmance In academic administration in tha whole aspects as well as in each aspect.
Considering from the highsst 1o the lowast means, they were measurement evaluation
and student records, acadamic planning, acadsmic development and sncouragemant,
acadermic administration, evaluation of academic administration and instruction
administration.

3. Administrative skills related positively to the asadsmic administration
with statistically significant al the leval of .01 and the relationship was at a high degras.

4. The technical skills related pasitively to the academic administration
with statistically significant at the leval of .01 and the relationship was et 8 moderate
degres.

5, The human skills related positively 1o the academic administration
with statistically significant at the level of .01 and tha ralatlonship was at a moderate
dagrea,

8. The conceptual skills related pesitively to the academic administration

with statistically significant at the ieve! of .03 and the relationship was at a high degree.
