ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study and to compare the administrators,
counselor teachers and advisor teachers’ opinions towards concerning factors affecting
students drop out in Nangrong district secondary schools under the secondary educational
service area office 32, classified by status, positions and school size. The number of sample
was 221 and the population were the sample. The research instrument was a 3-part
questionnaire with the reliability at .9650. The statistics used to analyze the data were
frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by t-test.
The level of statistical significant difference was set at .05. The study revealed as follow :

1. The administrators’ counselor teachers® and advisor teachers’ opinions towards
concerning factors affecting students drop out in Nangrong district secondary schools under the
secondary educational service area office 32, were at high level . After considering at each
aspect, it was found that factor of the family, community and school factors at were high level,
and the factor of technology was at a moderate level

2. The opinions of the administrators’ counselor teachers’ and advisor teachers’
with different status and positions and who worked in the schools with different sizes
towards the concerning factors affecting students’ drop out were not different.

3. The opinions of the administrators’ counselor teachers’ and advisor teachers’

towards the concerning factors affecting students drop out in Nangrong district secondary



schools under the secondary educational service area office 32 were that in the family
factor, parents should pay attention and take care of the children’s behaviors in every part of
the community. In the community factor, the leaders and others should pay attention to the
students who will be the most important group of the nation by corporating, thinking, building
the community with high morality and without drugs and gambling.

For the school factor, the administrators, teachers and educational personal
should pay attention to and take good care of the students, especially the risky groups,
protect the normal groups, support and encourage the talented groups. These should be
done seriously and continuously. For the factor of technology, law and regulations should
be strictly used with illegal on-line game shops. Moreover, highly developed and creative
TV. programs should be scheduled to encourage students’ brains and learning more than

they were at the moment.
