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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the effects of SPIN activities implementation

to enhance English Reading comprehension and Retention of Matthayomsuksa III Students
The samples comprised 39 Matthayomsuksa I1I students who were enrolied in the first semester of
academic year 2007 in Nongtat Pitthayakhom School, Muang District, Buriram Province, selected by
using the purposive sampling technique. The instruments for data collection were : 1) 8 lesson plans
of English reading comprehension leaming through the SPIN activities for Matthayomsuksa I1I; 2)
the English reading comprehension achievement test using before and after learning through the SPIN
activities for Matthayomsuksa III; and 3) the retention test. The statistics used to analyze the data
were percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by using dependent
samples t-test. The result of the study were as follows:

1. The mean score of the pre-test of the English reading comprehension learning through
SPIN activities was 6.74 points (22.47%); and the mean score of the post-test of the English was
10.26 points (34.20%).

2. The mean score of the post-test of the English reading comprehension lecaming through
SPIN activities was higher than the pre-test mean score at the significant difference of .01 level.



3. The mean score of the post-test of the English reading comprehension leaming through
SPIN activities was 10.26 points (34.20%); and the mean score of the retention of the English reading

comprehension learning through SPIN activities was 11.64 points (38.8 0%).
4. The mean score of the post-test of the English reading comprehension leaming

through SPIN activities and the retention mean score were not different.

Every year, thousands of students travel to foreign countries to study. More than 30 percent of these
students go to the United States. Around 15 percent go to France, and 10 percent to both England and
Germany. A little less than 10 percent go Australia, and around $ percent go to Canada.

No matter where a student chooses to study, there are some things universities around the world
require. First, all students must graduate from high school before they can apply to a university. Most
universities also require some kinds of test for students to enter the university. Universities in the
United States, Australia, and Canada usually require some kinds of standardized exam, such as the
SAT i the United States. Students who do not come from English speaking countries also must take
 test such as the TOEFL in the United States and Canada to show they know enough English to study
in English. England and Australia require students to take the IELTS.

In most countries, students must apply to each university they hope to go to. However, students
applying to universities in England can use one from to apply to several universities at the same time.
Students can apply to six universities at one time through tae British Council. This can save studeats
a lot of time and money. For universities in other countries must fill out different forms for each
university and pay a fee with each application.

Leonardo da Vinci began painting the Mona Lisa, one of the most famous painting for all time, in
1503. he was working on a special painting for a church at the time, but it was not going well. The
woman who can be seen in the Mona Lisa is said to be Madonna Lisa del Giocondo. She was the wife
of an Ttalian businessman who asked da Vinci to paint a portrait of her.

After da Vinci finished the painting in 1506 he was invited by the French King, Francois L, to visit
France, and he took the painting with him. Today the Mona Lisa is kept in the Louvre, an art museum
in Paris, and it is seen by about six million visitors a year.
