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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare the opinions of administrators, babysitters and
guardians about the condition and atmosphere of teaching and leamning in the child development
centers under the Local Administrative organization in Kasang District, Buriram Province, classified
by positions and organizations in eight aspects : student’s and teacher’s desks provocation,
supervising exhibitions, classroom environment management, classroom corners, teacher’s
personality, teacher’s behaviors, teacher’s classroom management, and teacher’s classroom
interactions. The samples were 36 administrators, 135 babysitters and 310 guardians. The firs two
groups of samples were all population while the latter was sclected by simple random sampling. The
instrument was a 3 — part questionnaire including checklist, S-rating scale and open-ended form. The
data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by
t-test and F-test. If there was significant difference, the pair comparisons were applied by Schiffe’
method. The findings were as follows:

1. The opinions of the administrators, babysitters, and guardians about the condition and
atmosphere of teaching and learning in the child development centers under the Local Administrative
Organization in Kasang District, Buriram Province both in overall and cach aspect were at high
levels.

2. The comparison of the opinions of administrators, babysitters, and guardians about the

condition and atmosphere of teaching and leaming in the child development centers under the Local



Administrative Organization in Kasang District, Buriram Province both overall and in each aspect
was not different.

3. The comparison of the opinions of administrators, babysitters and guardians about the
condition and atmosphere of teaching and learning in the child development centers under the Local
Administrative Organization in Kasang District, Buriram Province, classificd by organizations was
statistically significant difference at .05 level.

4. The opinions and suggestions about the condition and atmosphere of teaching and
learning of the child development centers under the Local Administrative Organization in Kasang
District, Buriram Province, in each aspect were that : 1) Classroom environment management : the
building environment should be clean, safe and fresh air, 2) Teacher’s classroom management : the
babysitters should daily train and teach students to have morality and ethics, 3) Teacher’s
personalities: the babysitters should be as the good model, 4) Teacher’s behaviors: teachers should
study the individual student in order to bring it to devclop the students, 5) Supervising exhibitions:
the supervising exhibitions should be beautiful, and attracted the interests of students, 6) Classroom
comers ; the corners in the classroom for keeping the clean instruments should be provided and
separated, 7) Student’s and teacher’s desks provocation: the provocation of desks should be suitable
for appearance and age of students, and 8) Classroom interactions: the babysitters should let the

students a chance to express their ideas equally, respectively.
