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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were : 1) to study the states of organizing activities to
promote students’ morality of Bankrasangsamakkee school under Buritam Primary Educational
Service Area Office 2; 2) to study the guidelines for organizing activities to promote students’
morality of Bankarsangsamakkee school under Buriram Primary educational Service Area Office
2. The samples were 217 including 3 school administrators, 24 teachers, selected by purposive
random sampling, 15 students council committees, and 175 parents, were selected by using
Krejcie & Morgan’s Table and stratified random sampling, The instrument used for collecting the
data was the questionnairewith 3 parts, namely, checklist, rating scale, and opened end form, and
the reliability of 0.93. The statistics used to analyze the quantitative data were percentage, mean
and standard deviation, while the qualitative data were analyzed by content analysis technique.
The results of the study were as follows :

1. The states of organizing activities to promote students’ morality of
Bankrasangsamakkee school under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 as
perceived by school administators, teachers, students council committees, and parents as a whole
and each aspect were at high levels. The three highest mean scores were the school administrators
and teachers participate in all activities in order to be the model, followed by the school organizes
the activities in order to deverlop the students’ morality, and the school organizes the boy — girl
scouts in order to promote the students’ discipline, respectively. In contrast, The threc lowest mean
scores were the school makes the curriculum promoting the students’ morality, followed by



the school lets community a chance to participate in activities suggestions.

2. The guidelines for organizing activities to promote students’ morality of
Bankarsangsamakkee school under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area office 2 in4
aspects as follows :

2.1 Diligence : The school should arrange the morality back and forth school
activities, cleaning activity, and standing in row to pay respect a Thai flage because those
activities can solve the student escoping from school problem, and support the assignment
responsibility of students,

2.2 Discipline : The school should arrange the cleaning activity, boy — girl scout
activity, having lunch activity, and teeth brushing activities because those activities can support
the disciplines, and following the rules and conditions of both classroom and school.

2.3 Gentleness : The school should arrange the young brother greets an elder brother
activity and the smiling and greeting activity because those activities can solve the behavior
problems and support the students to be the good etiquette and respectiveness.

2.4 Unity : The school should lead the school sport activity, tooth brushing activity,
And academic excellence competition because those activities can help train students on
respecting people and listening to others’opinions, knowing one's role obviously, adjusting
oneself with other people, and going along with the members of group’s works assigned

effectively.
