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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research was to study the teaching and learning process of
tha folk wisdom teachers and the effectiveness of the use of the teaching and learning
pracess of the folk wisdom teachers on students. The samples were 5 primary schools
in Bandan Subdistrict including 5 school administratars, 5 teachers, 5 folk wisdom
teachers, and % students who studied with the folk wisdom teachers from each schoal,
making the total number of 25 persons. The data was callected by means of in-depth
Interviews, The results were !

1. The teaching and leaming process of the 5 folk wisdom teachers wers
similar. Thesa included lesson planning with other teachers, curmiculum anaiyiing,
contants setting to sulft with expartlse of sach of the fofk wisdom teachers, i.e. the
courses on fulure careers, At the pre-teaching stage, the teachers arranged tha
activities to make famlilélr with tha students. The teaching methodg vsed wers the
lestura-demonstration styles and student practiced with the real materials according to
the teaching contents, such as planting trees, making dirtcemeant biocks, making
textiles, and making rice milk, The evaluation methods Included cbserving and
correcting student's work.

2. The effectivenass of the methods on students after thay had attended the folk
wisdom teachers' classes were measured through the opinlons of the schoo!
adminisirators, teachers, students and the folk wisdom teachers based on the expectad

charactarlstics outcomes of students under the educational reform, l.e. belng smart,



nice, and happy. The results revealed that the svidence that showed that students are
smart includad their ability of eritical thinking, abllity of adapting what they had studiad
to their real lives, ability to cope with the changing werld, ability te solve their own
probisms, and abillty to create new knowlatdge. The evidanca that showed that studants
arg nica included thair value n ethics and nice conducts, thair responsibiliies in their
work, their kind heartedness, their helpiulness, their honasty, thelr awareness of baing
on-tima, their avoidance of narcotice, their awaraness of cultural and custom
prasarvation, such as taking parts in the local cultural activities, and thelr presarvation
of natural resocurces and envirenments, such as pianting forests. The evidence that
showed that students are happy included thelr readiness and eagemess to attend their

classes which can ba abservaed through their regular ciass afttendance, and thair

happiness in performing the assigned tasks.
