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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to investigate the 8 basic morality problems
of Lamplaimat Secondary Schoo} Students, Buriram Province; 2) to compare the levels of
morality problems of the students accordingly to the opinions of the school administrators,
teachers, students, and parents; and 3) to study the guidelines for developing the 8 basic moralities
of the students. The population of this study included 3,032 people including 5 administrators, 87
teachers, 1,470 students and 1,470 parents, The sample size was sclected by using Krejeie and
Morgan Table, and the sample size of this study was 300 people including 20 teachers, 137
students, 138 parents, and 5 administrators. The research instrument was a questionnaire,

The statistics used to analyze the collected data were percentage, mean, standard deviation,
independent samples t-test, one-way ANOVA, The findings were as follows:

1. The opinions of the school administrators, teachers, students, and parents toward the 8
basic morality problems of Lamplaimat Secondary School Students, Buriram Province both as a
whole and each aspect were at low levels, excluding the aspect of generosity was at lowest level.
The ranking of mean scores from high to low were diligence, thriftiness, cleanliness, discipline,
honesty, unity, gentleness, and generosity, respectively.

2. The levels of the students’ morality accordingly to the samples’ opinions classified by
gender revealed no statistical differences. Howevet, it was found .01 statistical significant

differences among the samples’ opinions classified by status.



3. The guidelines for developing the 8 basic morality problems of Lamplaimat
Secondary School Students, Buriram Province were as follows:
1) The school administrators should set the policies, strategies, action plans, projects
and activities for enhancing moralities and ethics for students.

2) The teachers should evaluate the moralities and ethics of the students continuously,
pay attention to each student by making “ Students’ Behavior Report” for recording the basic
information. This data is about characteristics, behaviors, family state, problems of life. Because
of this data, the teachers can cooperate with the parents to keep the students away from bad things
and the teachers can help the students to improve their behaviors.

3) The students must follow the regulations of the schools and participate both inside
and outside the school development of moralities and ethics, and be ready to adjust their behaviors
in accordance with the 8 basic moralities until they were familiar with the moralities.

4) The parents should take any opportunities to give useful suggestions to the school
and participate the activities hold by the school and pay more attention to take care, suggest, and

teach their children.
