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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were 1} o investigate the faclors affecting the
potentiality develpprient i minning the community business, and 2) fo anatyse the
learning slyles and learming pracesses that can comvey the polentiality dovelopment
in running the community business. The papulation were B4 members of the Pcasant
Housewives Group at Ban Kednua, Tambon Taga, Amphur Haoyrat, Bunram
Frovinee, The instroments used for collecting the data werc the localty made
guestionnaires. The stalistics used in data snalysis were the mean, percentage,
standard deviation, Pearson's Product Correlation, and Multiple Regression Analysis
(MRA). The results of the study were: 1} the factors afferting the potentiality
develnpment of the communily business were practiced at a high 1evel inchaded the
factors concorning the supports from outslders, 2) the lzarning styles and learming
pracnsses affacting the potentiality development of the community bDusiness were
pracliced at a high |evel was ihe procedures for arranging the learning processes,
and 3 the potentiality for running the community businesg practiced at & high [avek

was lhe factor concerming the socio-cultural aspects as the community organizalions,



and 4) the results of the regression analysis between Ihe independent variables and
the dependent variables werg found that all of the independent variables tested
through the Multiple Regression Analysis effecled the dependent variables ie. the
potentiality in renning the community business.

The Multiple Regression Analysis (MRA} resulted that 1the muitipls
regression between the factors affecting the potentialily development in runming the
community business and the economic polentiality could explain the changing of the
depandent variables at the highest level of £9.90%. While the lower |evel wers INT
multiple regression between the iearning styles that affected the patenbalily
development in runing the community businesy and the potentialily in running the
economic communily business wiich could axplain the relatianship at 67.10%. The
multiple regression between the |garning styles that atffccted the potentiality
development in running tho community BUSinEss and the sacio-cultural potentialify
could explain the relationship of the depandent variables at the lowest level o
