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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study and compare the opinions of the school
administrators, librarians, and teachers towards the library operation in educational opportunity
extension schools under Buriram Educational Service Area Office 3 in the aspects of library
management ; management, technical, and service and activities. The samples were 79
administrators, 79 librarians and 310 teachers, selected through the table of Krejcie & Morgan,
and proportional stratified random sampling, respectively. The research instrument was a set of
questionnaires consisting of 50 items with 3 parts : check list, rating scale, and open-ended form.
The reliability of a questionnaire was 0.9604. The statistics used to analyze the data were
frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by independent
samples {-test and one-way analysis of variance. The significant difference was set at the level of
.05. The results were as follows :

1. The opinions of the school administrators, librarians and teachers towards the library
operation in educational opportunity extension schools under Buriram Educational Service Area
Office 3 as a whole and each aspect were at moderate levels. When considering each aspect,
it was found that the highest aspect was management, followed by technical and service and

activities, respectively.



2. The comparisons of the opinions of the school administrators, librarians and teachers
towards the library operation in educational opportunity extension schools under Buriram
Educational Service Area Office 3, classified by schools size, both as a whole and each aspect
were not significant different.

3. The comparisons of the opinions of the school administrators, librarians and teachers
towards the library operation in educational opportunity extension schools under Buriram
Educational Service Area Office 3, classified by status, both as a whole and each aspect were not
significant different.

4, The additional comments and suggestions towards the library operation in
educational opportunity extension schools under Buriram Educational Service Area Office 3 were
that : 1) Management aspect, schools should provide teachers who had a good knowledge about
the library to take care of the library ; 2) Technical aspact, schools should provide the library staff
working in the library at the office hours ; 3) Service and activity aspect, schools should arrange
the orientation of using the library for all teachers to integrate in learning activities ; and 4) The

other aspect, the school administrators should give more importance about the library.
