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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were: 1) to study the administration of senior boy
scout activities in primary extension schools under Sisaket Primary Educational Service Area
Office 4 as perceived by the personnel in 4 aspects, namely activity management, personnel
development,teaching organization and curriculum ;2) to compare the administration of senior
scout activities in all four aspects, as clasified by positions and working experiences; and 3) to
collect the related problems and suggestions. The samples were personnel, including 315 school
directors and teachers, derived through Krejcie and Morgan’s Table and simple random sampling.
The instrument used for this research was the questionnaire, constructed by the researcher, with
the reliability of .97. The statistics used for analyzing the data were percentage, mean , standard
deviation , t - test, F — test, and Schefff,f method. The main research findings were summarized as
follows:

1. The administration of senior boy scout activities in primary extension schools
under Sisaket Primary Educational Service Area Office 4, as perceived by the personnel as a
whole and in almost all aspects was at the moderate level, except in the curriculum aspect was at
the high level.

2. The administration of senior boy scout activities in primary extension schools,
as perceived by the personnel with the positions of school directors and teachers and with
working experiences below 5 years, from 5 — 10 years, and more than 10 years as a whole and

in almost all aspects was at the moderate level, except in the curriculum aspect was at the high

level.



3. The administration of senior boy scout activities in primary extension schools,
as perceived by the personnel with different positions and working experiences both as a whole
and each aspect was not different,

4. The main problems in administration of the senior boy scout activities, as perceived
by the personnel, were lacking coordination in organizing activities, the teachers pay less
attention in organizing leaming activities lacking really competent personal, lacking attention
from the administrations, and other activities intervening instructional sessions. The main
suggestions were the personnel should be sent for further trainings, teachers and scout leaders
should cooperate in performance as planned, the schools should allocate more budgets to support,
competent personnel should be increased, and the school administrators should give more

support to the boy scout activities.
