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ABSTEACT

The: ohjectives of this study were: 1} to investigate the ralztions between the
population charuetenislics, kinds of penalties, duration of imprisonment, and the amount of
training reecived while serving the imprisonment of the releasad persons with the secial,
ceonomie, and psychological life gualitics; 2) to study the relationships between the social,
economic, and psychological lifi qualitics of released persons alter releasing from imprisonment
at Buriram Prison during 2540-2544 B.E. for the amount of 1,561 peryons. The sample were 156
released persons selected by means of cluster random sampling techniques. The instruments used
for collecting the data were the locally-made quastionnaires. The statistics used in data analysis
were the Mean, Percentage, and Standard Deviation. ‘T'he hypotheses were tested by means of the
t-test { Independent Sample). The Coetticient Comrelation Value were calculated through the
Pearson’s Product Correlation method.
