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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were 1) to develop learning package to meet the criteria of
BO/80 for teaching laws relating to daily lives for Matthayomsuksa 2 students, 2) to compare
the students’ learning achievement before and afier the treatment, and 3) to study the students’
satisfaction after learning laws relating to daily life by the leaming package. The samples of this
study were 34 students of Matthayomsuksa 2/3 Noncharoen Pittayakom School administered under
the Office of Buriram Educational Service Area 2. The samples were recruited throughed
purposive sampling as they were the advisees of the researcher. The results of the study helped
the resercher in solving the students” learning problems and increasing their learning Achievement.
The intervention was conducted in the second semester of the academic year 2007. The research
instruments were 1) 10 units of the learning package of laws relating to daily lives for Matthayom
suksa 2 students, 2) 10 lesson plans of laws relating to daily life, 3) pretest and posttest of laws
relating to daily life, and which comprised of 50 iterns with 4 choices. The diserimination (B) was
0.32-0.74 and the reliability of the whole test was 0.82 4) a 5 scale rating questionnaire asking for
levels of the students’ satisfaction towards the treatment. The statistics used were percentage,
mean, slandard deviation and hypothesis statistics’.

The resulis of the study were below.

I. The learning package gained the efficiency value after 89.97/86.18 which was higher

than the set standard criteria set.



2. The learning achievement of the students after learning laws relating to daily life
through leaming package was higher than before the treatment at the statistical significant 0.01.
3. The level of the students® satisfaction towards the leaming of laws relating 1o daily

life through the leaming package was 4.94. Which was the highest level.
