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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were : 1) to study the roles of school administrators for
supporting educational quality assurance in schools of Pakham district under Buriram Primary
Educational Service Area Office 3, 2) to compare the teachers’ opinions towards the roles of
school administrators for supporting educational quality assurance in schools of Pakham district
under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 3, classified by status and teaching
experiences. The samples of this study consisted of 206 teachers ; 103 academic teachers and 103
teachers from Pakham district under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 3, selected
by using the table of Krejcie & Morgan, and stratified random sampling. The research instrument
was a questionnaire. The statistics used to analyze the collected data were percentage , mean, and
standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by independent samples t-test, one — way analysis
of variance, and the comparison between each pair of samples was done by Scheffe’ method.

The statistically significant difference was set at the level of .05,

The research results were as followings :

1. The roles of school administrators for supporting educational quality assurance in
schools of Pakham district under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 3 were at
a high level. The rankings from the highest to the lowest mean scores were self — assessment
report , internal quality assurance operation, and internal quality assurance preparation.

2. The opinions of academic teachers and teachers towards the roles of school

administrators in administering for supporting educational quality assurance in schools of



Pakham district under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 3 both as a whole and at
each aspect showed statistically significant difference at .01 level.

3. The opinions of academic teachers and teachers who had different teaching
experiences towards the roles of school administrators for supporting educational quality
assurance in schools of Pakham district under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 3
both as a whole and at each aspect were not different.

4. The suggestion and opinion which was the highest recommendation of the academic
teachers and teachers was that the internal quality assurance preparation should be publicized the
documentation of the system for quality assurance in education in order to provide to the
personnel with a basic understanding. In contrast, the least recommendation of the academic
teachers and teachers was that the internal quality assurance operation should be monitored

the implementation of the planned program continuously.
