ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were : 1) to study the efficiency of Thai reading
comprehension packages using Tony Buzan’s mind mapping technique for Mathayomsuksa 1
students to meet the criteria set at 80/80; 2) to compare the students’ learning achievement between
before and after learning through the Thai reading comprehension packages using Tony Buzan’s
mind mapping technique for Mathayomsuksa 1 students; 3) to investigate the effectiveness index of
the Thai reading comprehension packages using Tony Buzan’s mind mapping technique for
Mathayomsuksa 1 students; and 4) to explore the students’ satisfaction towards learning through the
Thai reading comprehension packages using Tony Buzan’s mind mapping technique for
Mathayomsuksa 1 students. The samples were 44 Matthayomsuksa 1/1 students studying in the first
semester of the academic year 2011 at Phatthara Borphit School under Secondary Educational
Service Area Office 32, selected by using simple random sampling technique.

The instruments used in this study were: 1) 12 sets of the Thai reading comprehension
packages, 2) 12 leaming activity lesson plans, 3) a 40-item achievement test with the discrimination
power between 0.24-0.77 and the reliability of (.94, and 4) a 15-item of satisfaction questionnaire
with its reliability at 0.87. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were percentage, mean,

standard deviation, E /E, and E.L The hypothesis was tested by dependent samples t-test.
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The findings were as follows:

1. The Thai reading comprehension packages using Tony Buzan'’s mind mapping technique
for Matthayomsuksa 1 students had an efficiency of 86.42/82.50 which was higher than the criteria
set at 80/80.

2. The learning achievement of students after learning by using the Thai reading
comprehension packages using Tony Buzan’s mind mapping technique for Mathayomsuksa 1
students was higher than before learning with statistically significant difference at the level of .01,

3. The effectiveness index of learning through the Thai reading comprehension packages
using Tony Buzan's mind mapping technique for Matthayomsuksa 1 students equaled 0.6815 which
meant the learning achievement increased 68.15%.

4. The satisfaction of students towards learning by using the Thai reading comprehension

packages using Tony Buzan’s mind mapping technique for Matthayomsuksa 1 students as a whole

was at the highest level.
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
