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ABSTRALCT

The purposas of this research were ta study and compare the levels of school-
community relations task performance of secondary schools in Buriram General Education
Department within 6 areas : planning for promoling the ralations between the schools and the
communities, promoting and disseminating the reputation of the schools, providing services lo
the communities, leading and coordinating in community deveiopment, supporting from the
communities, and evaluating of school - community relations task performance. The total
population of 272 were consisted of 68 school administrators and 204 teachers who were
responsible for school - community refations task. The instruments used for data collection
were B0-tem rating scale questionnaires with the discrimination power between 1.78 t0 6.00
and lhe reliability of which is 0.98. Stalistic technigues employsd in analyzing the data were
mean, and 5.0. The hypathesis was tested by means of ttest and F-test and the Scheffe’s
multiple comparison mathed, The significance difference was sel at .05.

It was found that ;

1. The performance of the administrators and the teachers whe were respongible for
school- community reiations was at a high level in 4 tasks i.e. planning for promoling the
relations between the schools and the communities, prometing and disseminating the
reputation of the schools, providing services to the communities, and teading and coordinating
in communily development. Other 2 tasks ia. supporting from the commonitiszs, and

evaluating of school - community relations lask parformance were at an average level.
