1. Cumriculum Reforms and the Leaming Processes. In ganeral, taachars and
agministrators ware in agreement with this lssue at the high level. They suggested that
the teachers crganize these leaming procasses by inserting morais and athics in the
lessons at the same time. Thay recommanded that the teachers should alsc present
thamsalves 1o be good role madais.

2. Preparation f Supporting Factors. In general, tha pasticipants wera in
agresmeat with this issue at the high level. They wanted tha teachers to conduct a
curriculum analysis before making lesson plans and o create a favorable leaming
atmasphere within schools,

3. Leaming Process Organizing. In general, the participants wera in
agreamant with this issug at tha high level. They wanted the teachers to teach merais,
athics, and desired characteriatics to students.

4. Assessmenti and Evaluation. In general, the participants weara in
agresment with this issue and wanted the teachers to analyze the results from the

avaluation in order to improve and adjust the leaming processas.
