The most successful assignments were
counseling participation, swggesting, searching, and supporting for finanoe,
matenals, hardware, saftware, cooperating with both governmental and pnvate
lgcat arganization, proncting the relationship between schools and communily For
school developing, receiving services from schools, making schools 1o be
communily expert resources, and cooperating in community development.

The primary school councils also gave the following suggestons

1. Schools should allow the primary schoal councils o cogperate in
writng dovetopment plans, fallow the plans, and evaluate the achievements of
school personals with school administrators.

2. Schoots should allow the councils 1o participale in expiessing their
idaas and decide abront plans with schogl administrators, This bases on
academic decentralization.

3. Schaals shauld allow the councils to participate in working poling
identitying and follow all the school projects conbinuausly.

4. Schools should teach the councils to leam yeary working plans and

how to administer school budgets.
