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ABSTRACT

This study investigated and compared the perception of 120 administrators and
240 school board members, working under the supervision of Buriram Provincial Primary
Education Offica, regarding the 2542 B.E. Education Act. The threa studied topics were
tha raspondents’ “interest,” “knowledge,” and “expectation” conceming the education law.
Parcantage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and f-tast were used to analyze the daa
and test hypothases of the study. According to the three topics mentioned above, the
respondents’ percepion regarding the 2542 B.E. Education Act were at the modarate
loval. The resulis of the study revealed that tha most interesting actvitiss for tha
participants wene “keeping up with the related news” and “studying the essential cf the
Education Act.”

The respondents reported that what they leamed most were the contexts
conceming the “compiisory education,” "pasic edueation,” and “formal education,” what
they axpactad most were “social recognition of taaching as a professional career,” "quality
improvemant of instructors and education peracanel,” and “people with high capacity
maore interested in the tsaching career.”

By compariaon, the perception of the administrators and school board
members regarding the 2542 B.E. Education act in all aspects were different at the .001
level of significance. The average means of the administrators’ percaption were higher
than those of the school beard members. The finding also indicated that the perception of
the administratora and scheel board mambers with different educational degrees were
significantly different while the perception of those with different ages and various sizes of

sthools wera not different.
