ABSTRACT

Students still make errors in writing although they have studied English for
several years. The purposes of this study were: 1) to categorize the types of errors in
English compositions written by the third year English major students in the Faculty
of Humanities and'Sncial Sciences, Buriram Rajabhat University; and 2) to examine
the causes of errors in the English compositions. The subjects chosen for this study
were 38 English major students, selected by using purposive sampling. The method
for data collection in this study was a composition - a set topic for free writing, ‘A
Memorable Incident of My Life’. The students wrote one essay consisting of 140-200
words within 60 minutes. The sample compositions were collected and the errors
were categorized by using the scheme of error classification adapted from Dulay et al.
(1982). After categorizing, all types of errors were analyzed to find their causes
according to the scheme developed by Richard (1971; cited in Ellis, 1995 : 59) and

Norish (1983). The findings of this rescarch could be summarized as follows:
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1. The students made the errors in all three main categories: errors in
grammar, lexicon, and syntax. It was found that the grammatical errors occurred most
frequently, followed by lexical and syntactic errors, respectively.

2. The first three main causes of errors in the writing were false concepts
hypothesized, followed by ignorance of rules restrictions, and incomplete application

of rules, respectively.

The findings suggest that teachers of English should emphasize on grammar as
well as lexicon and syntax more than ever when teaching writing. According to the
main cause of errors in writing, it is crucial for teachers 1o provide and use textbooks
and teaching materials appropriately to the learning capacities of the students which
focus on the explanation of the differences between Thai and English because this
will be advantageous for the students to gain better comprehension of the distinction

of both similarities and differences between the two languages.
