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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study whether the efficiency of lesson
plans with song activities meet the efficiency criteria set at 75/75, 2) to study the
listening - speaking skills of grade 5 students before and after learning by using song
activities, 3) to compare the students’ vocabulary knowledge of grade 5 students before
and after learning by using song activities, 4) to study the effectiveness index of grade 5
students learning by using song activities, and 5) to study the satisfaction of grade 5
students towards learning by using song activities. The samples were 30 Prathomsuksa 5
students studying in the second semester of the academic year 2011 at
Anubanchalermprakieat School, selected by using cluster random sampling. The instruments
used in this study were 1) 8 lesson plans using song activities, 2) 8 song activities, 3)
listening — speaking skill test, 4) a vocabulary knowledge test, and 5) the questionnaires
for measuring the satisfaction of the students learning by using song activities. The data
were analyzed by using means, standard deviation, and dependent samples t —test .

The researcher found the following results.

1. The lesson plans with song activities of grade 5 students had the efficiency of
83.40/ 80.66.

2. The students’ listening — speaking skills were higher at high level after leamning
by using song activities.

3. The students’ vocabulary knowledge after learning were higher than before

leaming at the .05 level of statistical significance.



4, The lesson plans with song activities for grade 5 students had the effectiveness

index at 0.6036 or 60.36 percent.

5. The satisfaction of grade 5 students towards learning with song activities was at

high level.
