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A STUDY OF THE PROBLENS AND NEEDS ON PARTICIPATION IN
EDUCATIONAL MANAGEMENT OF BASIC EDUCATION SCHOOL
COMMITTEE IN STUK.DISTRICT, BURIRAM PROVINCE
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ABSTRACT
The purposes of this study were : 1) to investigate the problems
and needs on the participation in educational ~management of basic
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education school committees in Stuk district, Buriram province, and : 2) to

compare the opinions of the problems and needs on participation of basic
education school committees based on the 4 aspects of educational
management in schools: academic, budget, personnel and general
administration.The samples.-included=258_basic education school committees
who were recruited from.-768 peaple. The .samples were selected through the
Table of Krejcie .and, Morgan and simple‘random., sampling, respectively . The
research /instrument was_.a<3 — part~;questionnaire, including checklist, rating
scale /and open form with/its creliability ofs 0.962:¢The statistics used to
analyze the collected data werepercentage, mean;and standard\deviation. The
hypotheses were tested by independent samples t-testiand one- way analysis of
variance. If the significant differences were/found; the Scheffe’ method was used
with the level of statistical significant difference set-at".05.

The results were-as-folttows:

1. The\ results~of the problems and /needs ‘on participation in
educational management of basic_education -school committees in Stuk|district,
Buriram province:

1’1 The problems-on-the partiCipation-of-basic education school
committees in-Stuk district; Buriram_proyince. as.a whole was at.moderate level.
The~problems ranked from_ the most to the least were academic, followed by
general administration, personnel-and-budget, respectively;

1.2 /Fhe-needs—on—participation of /Masic ~education school
committees in, Stuk distriet,.Buriram provinge as a whole was at high level. The
needs ranked fromithe most-to-the least-were personnel;“fellowed by academic,
generahadministration, and-budget, respectively.

2. The“results “of-.comparison about\the problems and needs on
participation imseducational’management of basic edueation school committee in
Stuk district, Buriram province:

2.1 The problems on participation in educational management of
basic education school committees in different educational management levels in
Stuk district, Buriram province as a whole was not different. When considering in

each aspect, it was found that there was a statistical significant difference at .05 in
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the aspect of personnel. In contrast, there were not different both as a whole and
in each aspect in terms of the needs.

2.2 The problems on participation of in educational management of
basic education school committees in different educational levels in Stuk district,
Buriram province as a whole was not different. When considering in each aspect,
it was found that there was"a_statistieal-significant difference at .05 levels in the
aspect of academic.<In contract, the needs on participation as a whole were a
statistical significant difference-at-05.levels, When considering in each aspect, it
was foundrthat there was a statistical 'significant, difference at,.01 levels in the
aspect of\academic.

2.3 The |problems—and needs /on participation in, educational
management of ‘basic ‘education-school-committees’in different positions in Stuk
district, Buriram province -both-as-a- whole and gach aspect were not different.

3. The additional-opinions-and-suggestions of basic education school
committees in 'Stuk district,-Buriram-_province were/that the highest problem is
the schools' do_not_have < a-chance to\ plan—and develop the academic
administration. tn terms-of the needs, the schools should pravide activities for
teachers, parents-and|students to _meet and éxchange-their opinions together to
find out the-problems and'the ways'te develop-the education effectively.
