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Abstract

The objective of this study is 1) to create a series of Communicative English
for Tourism Service Providers in Buriram. By preparing a set of teaching of
Communicative English for Tourism Service Providers in Buriram and tryout to
determine the effectiveness of teaching with students of Buriram Rajabhat
University, criteria 80/80 2) to compare the results between the pretest and
posttest with a series of Communicative English for Tourism 3) to assess the
satisfaction of Buriram Rajabhat University’s students. After learning a set of teaching
English for communication in tourism, the sample used in this study include 20
students of Hotel and Tourism Program. The instruments used in the study are 1) a
teaching set of Communicative English for Tourism 2) pretest and posttest with a
series of Communicative English for Tourism 3) satisfaction with the set of teaching
English for communication in tourism. In terms of data analysis, the data was

analyzed using statistical averages (T ) and standard deviation SD.

The study found that

1. The teaching set of Communicative English for Tourism for students of
Buriram Rajabhat University that researchers created are effectively 81.66/88.33
which meets the criteria 80/80

2. Student Achievement of Hotel and Tourism Program, Management

Science Department, Buriram Rajabhat University, appears that students has higher



test scores after using the teaching set of Communicative English for Tourism, higher
than the previous rate.

3. Student Satisfaction of Hotel and Tourism Program, Management Science
Department, Buriram Rajabhat University, after using the teaching set of

Communicative English for Tourism, overall satisfaction was high.

Sightseeing in Bangkok
Bangkok, with a population of over 9 million inhabitants, is one of the biggest
cities in the world. Its heavy traffic congestion, intense heat and naughty nightlife do
not immediately give visitors a warm welcome. But first impressions can be
misleading. It is one of Asia’s most cosmopolitan cities with magnificent temples
and palaces, extensive canals, a vibrant nightlife and great shopping, that has

something for every traveler.

Jim Thompson's House

The infamous CIA operative Jim Thompson revived the Thai silk industry
after World War Il and had this house assembled from six traditional Thai-style
houses. As Thompson was building his silk company, he also became a major
collector of Southeast Asian art. Jim Thompson’s House sits on a klong across from
Bangkrua, where his weavers were then located. Tourists must take the guided tour

through the buildings, which are given in plenty of foreign languages.

Wat Arun

Situated on the Thonburi side of the Chao Phraya River , Wat Arun (“Temple
of Dawn”) is one of the oldest and best known tourist attractions in Bangkok. The
temple is an architectural representation of Mount Meru, the center of the universe
in Buddhist cosmology. Despite its name, the best views of Wat Arun are in the

evening with the sun setting behind it.

Temple of the Reclining Buddha (Wat Pho)
Wat Pho is famous for the huge Reclining Buddha statue it houses. It is one
of the largest temples in Bangkok and also one of the oldest, constructed nearly

200 years before Bangkok became Thailand’s capital. Wat Pho holds the distinction
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of having both Thailand’s largest reclining Buddha image and the largest number of
Buddha images in Thailand. The gold-plated Reclining Buddha statue is 46 meters
long and 15 meters high, and commemorates the passing of the Buddha into

Nirvana.

Grand Palace & Wat Prakeaw

The construction of the Grand Palace started in 1782 when the capital of
Siam was moved from Thonburi to Bangkok. The palace served as the residence of
the Kings of Thailand until the mysterious death of King Ananda Mahidol in 1946. His
brother King Bhumibol Adulyadej who succeeded him moved permanently to the
Chitralada Palace. Today the palace is a major Bangkok tourist attraction. Part of the
palace compound is dedicated to a royal temple, Wat Phra Kaew, the most sacred
temple of Thailand and home to the famous Emerald Buddha. A jade statue

adorned in gold clothing.

Extra: Guiding Commentary in Buriram

Part 1: History and General information
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Buriram...Did we really pound the water?

“Buriram, no more water pounding, Birds in
the sky, sticky rice in the fields, Beautiful
girls with red cheeks. Try a trip. Isan is going
green. You are very welcome to Buriram.
On your trip to Isan, please drop in our
homeland. You are more than welcome at
any time. Though having dark skins, we are
all white hearted. Morning, afternoon or
evening, we will never pound for water
again.”

“Buriram” the city of pleasant, the
city of Phanomrung Sanctuary which is the
reflection of the Great Khmer Kingdom
civilization in the old time, the city of
hundred pagodas and the youngest
inactive volcanoes in Thailand. Buriram has
gathered people from many different
cultures and languages. We have the No.1
soccer team of the country name “Buriram
United” which has won 4 championships
last year (2013). Therefore, at this moment,
not a single one of Thai people can deny

knowing the great name of Buriram”
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In the past 50-60 years, Buriram was
one of the most arid cities in the
Northeastern part and in Thailand because
of its topography soil and rain quantity.
Therefore in the past time people used to
always say “Living in Buriram people have
to pound water to drink” which appears in
“Rumwong Buriram” lyric as “Buriram, now
we now we no more pounding the water.
We have birds in the sky. In the field we
have sticky rice”. Because in the old days
Buriram lacked of water so people have to
dig hole in the fields then put the mud
from a dry pond into the hole and tread it
by feet. Or sometimes they put the mud
into a bamboo bucket and pound it by a
big wooden pestle until the mud is
compact. Then they will wait until for the
mud to precipitate to get the water on the
top to use or drink. This process takes such
a long time. People have to wait for hours
before they get one small bucket of water.
However this clearly shows folk wisdom of
the people in the old time in enduring and

fighting for lives.
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Buriram has an area of total 10,322
square meters which is the 17th biggest of
Thailand country. It is also the 6th province
that has the most population with
1,566,740 numbers of people living here
according to the Civil Registration statistic.
Buriram has a very long history that can
retrace back for many thousands of years.
There are evidences showing that the area
of the current Buriram city used to be the
center of community of people in the pre-
era. Archeologist have found ancient stone-
axes buried in many places in Buriram.
Especially in Ban Krwoad district, they

discovered potteries and ancient skeletons.
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A History of Buriram City’s
Establishment

Numbers of small and big stone
sanctuaries placed around Buriram
area nowadays are reflecting the
mighty power of the kingdoms in the
past time. Archeologist has found the
archaeological evidences of the people
in from the prehistorical period,
Tawarawadee Kingdom, Khmer
Kingdom until the Ancient Thai
Kingdom period.

The study shows that Khmer
tribe had moved into this area in 11th
Buddhist era by the leading of
Chittasen Prince (which later on had
become Mahentaraworaman King of
Jenla Kingdom). The archeologist
found the stone inscription in
Pedthong cave (Golden Duck Cave).
This stone inscription tells about the
power Sand honor of him.
Unfortunately, nowadays this
inscription is drowned under the water.
After Prince Chittasen’s time, Khmer
Kingdom was still increasing the power
and expanding the kingdom area.
Finally it covered the entire area of

Buriram and area nearbly.
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Evidences that show the Khmer
culture are found more than 60
pieces/places around Buriram such as
Phanomrung stone sanctuary or Muang
Tam stone sanctuary. The archeologist
also found the ancient kiln, Khmer
pottery and precious antiques such as
graven image and pitcher that were
created around 15th — 18th Buddhist
era.

While Khmer Kingdom was
slowly disintegrating, Thai Kingdom had
been gradually expanding into this

area.
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After the decline and fall of
Khmer Empire, the Kingdom of
Thailand became prosperous and
ruled this part of land instead.

From the historical evidence, it
was believed that at the end of
Ayutthaya period, the Kingdom of
Thailand had set the central
government at Muang Nang Rong
which was under Korat.

Until 2321 (1778), in Thonburi
period the ruler of Nangrong revolted
against King Taksin the Great, so the
king asked Chao Phraya Chakri (later -
King Rama the first) to fight and killed
Nang Rong, Ruler and his supporters.

On the way back to Thonburi,
Chao Phraya Chakri found a deserted



land near a hill (Krdong hill) which was
a very good place for a new city. So he
built up a new city called Muang Pae,
following the name of the local trees,
easily grown around the city.

At the beginning of Chakri
Period, around 2370 (1827) again, there
was a historical evidence of Muang
Pae, when Chao Anuwong of Vientiane
become a rebel and then fought with
the Thai

at last. Then, Pra Nakornpakdee’s son,

Luang Palad was made the ruler of
Muang Pal instead of his father, Phraya
Nakorn Pakdee who died in the battle.

Prajadhipok, the 7th King of
Ratanakosin era.

This passing down
tradition is named differently
from place to place, such as,
Phee Mor, Phee Grund Mai,
Phee PraGam, Phee Mae Mod
Morn.

The celebration is done
annually or once in 3-4 years.
All the relatives in the same
lineage come together to
celebrate and pay respect to
their ancestor spirits.

This occasion is also the time to
introduce new members of the
families, their in-laws, to the

ancestor spirits.
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They truly believe that
in this way they all will be
protected by their spirit
ancestors and they will gain all

the bests.

Play La Ploen
Time Of Joy

“The City of Sand Stone Sanctuary, the Land
of Volcanoes, Beautiful Silk, and Rich Culture”
Above is the slogan of Buriram

Province known throughout the country.
Perhaps for this reason, in the past time, most
of Thai and foreign people only knew Buriram
as a city of Phanomrung Sanctuary, Muang
Tam Sanctuary, Kradong inactive volcano.
However, Buriram at the moment has
changed. It has become one of the most
popular provinces with numbers of wonderful
tourist attractions that draw a huge number of
tourists to visit yearly.

We will take you to “Play La Ploen
Boutique Resort & Adventure Camp”, the new
attraction of Buriram, to experience natural
atmosphere and to appreciate the beauty of

flowers and plants rarely seen in Thailand.
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Play La Ploen is located on 252 Moo 7,
Tumbon Nong Khamarn, Amphur Koomuang,
Buriram. It is built upon the concern and
inspiration of Ms. Pornthip Asadatorn, the
Owner and Manager of Play La Ploen. She
concerns that most of the Thai youth are still
lack of learning opportunity. Therefore, this
place is created to be the tourist attraction as
well as the learning source for them. By
reproducing world famous and extraordinary
items and attractions, visitors who visit Play La
Ploen, especially the youth will experience
the world outside, have fun, and gain more
knowledge at the same time.

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New |-Mobile Stadium

New |-Mobile Stadium is a football
stadium in Buriram, Thailand owned by
Buriram United football club.

It is located in Amphur Muang
Buriram just a few kilometers towards
Prakonechai District in the area of 150
acres. The idea of creating this stadium
is from Mr.Newin Chidchob, the
President of Buriram United Football
Club, who has such an inspiration and
eager to build and make Buriram one
of the five biggest attractions of
Thailand.

New i-mobile stadium got the
name “i-mobile” from the
telecommunications business that
purchased the naming rights. However
it also has another name which is

Thunder Castle.
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This New i-mobile Football
Stadium became the home stadium of
Buriram PEA as of 11 June 2011,
replacing the old stadium also named
i-mobile Stadium. The new stadium
was constructed at a cost of
approximately 550 million baht, and
the stadium has a seating capacity of
32,600, making it one of the three
largest stadiums in Thailand in terms of
seating capacity. It is also considered
as the most beautiful and the only
one football field that has met the
FIFA World-class standard, AFC Class A
standard and AFF standard.

The stadium’s structure is
made of steel and cement. The
playing field has no track between the
pitch and the crowd, (following the
world-class standards of FIFA)

And by having such a strong perfor-
mance in being one of the 10 best
football clubs in Asia in year 2013,
Buriram United has enabled the club
to achieve the highest average

attendance in the Thai Premier League.
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A few years ago Buriram used to be a
city with very few attractions. But
having New i-mobile Stadium now has
helped the city to improve the tourism
business and creating the local royalty
to Buriram folks. New i-mobile Stadium
claims that they have thousands of
tourist and group of students come to
visit and sight seeing each day. And in
each of the football match between
Buriram United and the visiting team,
there would be at least 10 thousands

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Tale of Wat Hong

and Ban Sisa Raet

Phra Chao Yai of Wat Hong temple is
the famous sacred Buddha image of
Phutthaisong District.

It is said that people who were
committed to practicing dhama and
prayed in front of this Buddha image
were successful in lives. The local style
Buddha image is the attitude of
subduing mara is of an unknow age.

In 1970, the renovation of the
building unveiled a number of Buddha
amulets and a small Buddha images
carved from rhino horn beneath Phra
Chao yai’s platform. Later in 2012,
during the restoration and gilding of
the Buddha image, a small Buddha
image was found inside Phra Chao yai.
Every year, on the full moon day of
the third lunar month, a big fair will be
organized for people to pay homage to
this sacred Buddha image and the
event attracts a lot of visitor.

The legend has it that while
three generals of Suvarnabhumi went
hunting, they shot a swan which fell

into thick bushes.
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While searching for the
wounded swan, they found a Buddha
image, now known as Phra Chao Yai,
with a square stupa at the back and a
pond in the front in which a rhino skull
was found. There was no village
nearby. The generals therefore went
back and persuaded their cousins to
settle in this place which they named
Ban Hua Raet (the rhino heard village)
and built a temple at the place they
found the Buddha image and named it

“Wat Hong” (Swan Temple)
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Buddha Lent and Candle Festival of

Prakhonchai

The commencement of the three-
month Buddhist Lent, Known among
Thais as Khao Phansa, traditionally falls
on the first day of the waxing moon of
the eighth lunar month.

During this period, coinciding

with the rainy season, Buddhist monks

and novices remain closeted in their
particular monasteries, discouraged
from spending nights elsewhere.

The custom of spending three
months of the rainy season in a fixed
place is a ritual successfully observed
since the time of the Lord Buddha. In
those day, however, villagers attributed
young seedling damage at the start of
the planting season to unnecessary
travel by monks. Realizing that monks
on pilgrimages could accidentally tread
on young plants, the Lord Buddha
decreed that his followers spend three
months of the rainy season in
permanent dwellings.

In cases of necessity, such as
taking care of sick monks or parents or
conducting religious functions, monks
may travel and stay away from their
monasteries during this period.
However, they are required to return
within seven days.

To observe Buddhist Lent,
Buddhists usually perform merit
making, giving alms to monks,
attending sermons and participating in
candlelight processions, They also
strictly observe Buddhist ethics,
especially on holy days.



During the three-month annul
“rain retreat,” monks study more and
teach those who have chosen this
period to enter monkhood. Laymen
usually visit temples to offer monks
food, clothing, medicine, flower, joss
sticks, Lenten candles and other
offerings. Such practices they consider
highly meritorious.

In ancient times, the number of
flowers, joss sticks and small candles
presented to a temple was usually
equal to the number of monks in that
temple. Where there were surplus
candles, villagers tended to make
numerous small candles into large one
for presenting to temples. The large
candles being stronger, with more light
and longer lasting.

Buddhists believe that offering
candles to monks as a means of light
will also brighten up their future.
These candles are known as Thian
Phansa.

To make the Buddhist Lent, a
Candle Festival takes place in all parts
of Thailand. In the northeastern region,
especially Ubon Ratchathani Province,
which celebrates its famous Buddhist

Lenten Candle Procession each year,
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the festival takes place on a grand
scale.

“Talung City” is the other
name of Prakhonchai district. It is the
city full of lifestyles and terrific
cultures. Its identity in Khmer dialect,
careers, characteristics, art and culture
also draw the visitors’ attraction.

A very wellknown event of
Prakhonchai is the Candle Festival
which takes place one day before the
starting of Bhuddha Lent. This Candle
Festival of Muang Talung is the third of
Thailand following Ubonratchathanee
and Nakhornrajasima.

In the past, the Candle Festival
of Muang Talung is the event done for
cooperation of the people in 6
communities. They helped decorating
and carving the candles. People in
those time used “Gual” ‘s (Khmer
dialect - means Kapok’s or Noon)
which is soft and easy to carve, but
now they use the bee wax instead.
The process of carving and decorating
the Candle leads to the people’s
cooperation, harmony, and close
relationship of the people of the city
which you cannot see in the big city
now. The candle is full of history,

society and their faith in Buddhism.
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Wat Maneegjan

On the high land of Isan or Isan
plateau, various folks, legends, culture,
or history happened for a long time
recorded or inscribed, telling its
background and civilization to later
generations.

Wat Maneejan is a very old
temple situated at Ban Maphuang,
Maphuang subdistrict, Putthaisong,
Buriram. It was built in Dhavaravati era,
about 3,000 years ago. It was founded
in 1797, east of Ban Maphuang. Later,
in 1893 there was a fire which caused a
lot of damages to the temple. So the
villagers helped move and reconstruct
it to the west of the village instead.
Because of its long history of more
than 200 years and the great faith of
the people.

When we stepped into the
temple, we found that the atmosphere
was very quiet. The church is very
beautiful with its colorful design
around the church. This church was
renovated in 2007 because of the
damage from salinization. When
walking into the church we saw the
miracle of art on all sides of the wall
in the art of glasswork, telling the life
story of Lord Buddha, culture, and as
well as the story of King Bhumibol.

The beauty of fresco from the
glasswork design describes the history

of Lord Buddha and Isan literature.



Besides, there are inscriptions
of culture and beliefs of Putthaisong
people recorded as well. The most
miracle we have seen on that day is
the reflective light. The changing of the
lisht outside the church can change
the mood of the fresco astonishingly.

The church of Wat Maneejan
also has many differences from other

churches. Firstly, there is only one
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door or entrance and there are no
other entrances. This is known as
"Maha Ut church".

The people believe that any
worships done here would be very
sacred, especially the incantation of
holy things. There are many other
things worthful for you to come and
visit this temple by yourself. And you

will see its wonderful paintings.
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Koh Kaew Dhutanga Satharn
Phra Kru Khemakhunsophon (Janram

Khemasiri)

Koh Kaew Dhutanga Satharn is a very
well-known temple for Buriram people
in the name “Wat Raharn”. It is one of
the most beautiful temples in Buriram.
The first and the very famous abbot
who is the founder is Pra Kru
Khemakhunsophon, Reverend Grand
Father Janram Khemasiri.

Koh Kaew Dhutanga Satharn or
Wat Raharn is located in Ban Dan
Subdistrict, Ban Dan, Buriram. Inside
the temple there is Pha Maha Taad
Rattana Chedli, (the Great Pagoda),
situated in order to remind all the
Buddhists of Lord Buddha.

The Great Pagoda was built on
the consideration of Reverend Grand
Father Janram.

The ceremony of laying the
foundation stone was in 2003. It was
named Pra Maha Taad
Rattana Chedi by Somdet
Prayaanasangwon Somdet
Prasangkaraat Sagol Maha
Sangkabharinaayok.
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This Great Pagoda was built in
the contemporary applied art. There
are four floors.

The first floor is used as a
multi-purpose floor, the second floor is
for meditation, the third floor is used
as a museum and a Buddhist temple,
and the top floor is where Lord
Buddha’s holy relic is located. The
atmosphere of Wat Raharn is quiet,
peaceful and shady, really a good
place to visit Because Lord Buddha’s
holy relic is located here and Reverend
Grand Father Janram, though passed
away on 8 December, 2009, was very
famous so a lot of people
continuously come to pay respects to
both of them. If you have never visited
this temple, find some times for a visit
and you will deeply feel happy and

peaceful.
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
