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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the participation in educational
management of Basic Educational School Commuissions under Buriram Educational Service
Area Office 3, classified by status, school sizes, with 4 frameworks ; the Academic Affairs, the
Budgeting Management, the Personal Management, and the General Management. The samples
were 341 teachers and 205 Basic Educational School Commissions, selected by using the Table of
Krejcie & Morgan and Stratified Random Sampling, respectively. The instrument used in this
study was a 3-part questionnaire, including checklist, rating scale, and open-ended form with its
discrimination index between 1.859-5.792, and its reliability at 0.920. The statistics used for
analyzing the collected data were percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The hypotheses were
tested by t-test, ong-way ANOV A, and Scheffe’ method was used to compare each pair of the
aspects. The significant difference was set at the level of .05.

The findings were as follows:

1. The participations in educational management of Basic Educational School
Commissions under Buriram Educational Service Area Office 3 as a whole were at high levels.

2. The participations in educational management of Basic Educational School
Commissions under Buriram Educational Service Area Office 3 was statistically significant
difference at .05 level.

3. The comparisons of participation in educational management of Basic Educational

School Commissions under Buriram Educational Service Area Office 3 were not different.



4. The comparisons of participation in educational management of Basic Educational
School Commissions under Buriram Educational Service Area Office 3 as a whole was
statistically significant difference at .05 level.

5. The suggestions about the participations in educational management of Basic
Educational School Commissions under Buriram Educational Service Area Office 3 were that
the school should survey data, learning resources, and provide learning resource information for
teachers, other schools and communities, conclude income and expenditures into the account book
every day, recruit the effective personnels to work transparently, and have systematic plans for

protecting and correcting the students bad behaviors.
