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Abstract

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the effectiveness of good
governance of local administrative organization in Muang Buriram district, Buriram
province, 2) to compare people’s opinions towards the effectiveness of good
governance classified by genders, age, educational backgrounds, and
occupations/positions, and 3) to study people’s opinions and recommendations towards
the effectiveness of good governance in six aspects, namely Rule of Law, Ethic,
Transparency, Participation, Responsiveness, and Value for Money. There were two
sample groups. The first group that completed a questionnaire consisted 400 people
who were randomly selected from the population having the right to vote. The second
group interviewed was composed of 20 people selected via purposive sampling. The
research instrument was a questionnaire with two parts: checklist-and rating scale.
Frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation were used to analyze the data
from the questionnaire and its reliability was 0.985. T-test and F-test were used to make
a comparison. The data obtained from the interview was analyzed by using the analytic
induction. The findings showed that the overall opinions on good public administration
of local administrative organizations in Muang Buriram district, Buriram province was at a
high level in six aspects. Having compared their opinions by genders, age, educational

backgrounds, and occupations/positions, there were significantly differences in overall



and in each aspect. Moreover, the interview data revealed opinions and

recommendations that the local administrative organization should update its legislauon,

and promote news and information through social media such as Facebook.
Additionally, the officers should work dedicatedly and full time. The working procedures
should be integrated with nearby local-administrative organizations and the allocation of

personnel’s positions should be appropriate to their-duties.
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
