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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the study were 1) to test the efficiency of peer-assisted
learning strategies in teaching English reading comprehension to grade eight students
to meet the standard criterion set at 75/75, 2) to compare the students’ reading
comprehension achievement scores before and after learning by using peer-assisted
learning strategies, and 3) to evaluate students’ satisfaction towards the peer-assisted
learning strategies. The samples were 40 grade eight students who enrolled on
English Reading and Writing Course (E22202) in the second semester of the academic
year 2015 at Nonsuwanpittayakom School under Secondary Educational Service Area
Office 32, Buri Ram province. The samples were selected by using a cluster random
sampling technique. The research instruments were 1) PALS reading comprehension
lesson plans, 2) reading comprehension achievement test, and 3) satisfaction
questionnaire. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were percentage,

mean, standard deviation, and dependent samples t-test. The findings were as follows:



1. The efficiency of the PALS reading comprehension lesson plans in
teaching English reading comprehension was 76.13/76.33, which was higher than the
criterion set at 75/75.

2. The achievement of the students’ post-test mean scores were higher than
the pre-test mean scores towards the PALS reading comprehension lesson plans with
statistically significant difference at .05 level.

3. The students’ satisfactions towards leaming English reading

comprehension through the PALS reading comprehension lesson plans were at the

highest level.
