Abstract

This study aimed to 1) compare the
student teachers’ creative thinking before and
after the use of the English camp activities in the
Teaching Practice 2 course, 2) compare the lower
secondary school students’ English learning moti-
vation before and after participating in the English
day camp organized by the student teachers, 3)
examine the lower secondary school students’
opinions on the English day camp activities, and
4) examine the student teachers’ opinions on
the use of English camp activities in the Teaching
Practice 2 course. The target group comprised
38 fourth-year-English-major students (5-year
program), the Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai
Rajabhat University, in the second semester of the
2014 academic year. The experimental instruments
were a course syllabus of the Teaching Practice
2 course, in regards to Thai Qualifications Frame-
work for Higher Education (TQF3), and a workshop
syllabus on English camp organisation. The data
collecting instruments were a lower secondary
school students’ English learning motivation
questionnaire, an English day camp evaluation
form, a student teachers’ creative thinking test,
a student teachers’ opinion questionnaire on the
English camp workshop, and an online teaching
evaluation form. The collected data were analyzed
using average, percentage and standard deviation.
The findings of this study were that after the use
of English camp activities in the Teaching Practice
course, the student teachers’ creative thinking had
increased from a “fail” level (41.79%) to a “very
good” level (78.33). Their opinions on the use of
English camp activities in the Teaching Practice
2 course was at a highest level, with an average
of 4.71, and that of the English camp workshop

syllabus used in the course was also at a highest

level, with an average of 4.66. After participating
in the English day camp oreganized by the student
teachers, the lower secondary school students’
English learning motivation had increased from
a moderate level, with an average of 3.27, to a
high level, with an average of 4.44. Their opinion
on the English camp activities was at a high level,

with an average of 4.37.
