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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to evaluate the reading habits cuitivation project in schools
underBuriram Educational Primary Service Area Office 2 in the aspects of environment, input, process
and outcome. The samples consisted of 214 respondents including 107 school directors and 107 teachers
who were chief librarians. They were selected by using the ready-made table of Krejcie and Morgan and
a stratified random sampling technique. Four school administrators, teachers and students at the schools,
where the reading habits cultivation projects were successfully carried out, were also interviewed. The
research tools were a questionnaire and an interview. The instruments were developed in line with the
indicators of the standard libraries of Office of the Basic Education Commission. The tools possessed the
reliability of 0.97. The statistics employed in this research were percentage, mean and standard deviation.
The research results revealed that the samples’ opinions on the aforementioned project were overall found
at a high level. Upon considering each aspect, the environment was ranked first the average highest level

and was followed by outcome while the input was found at the average lowest level.
