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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were : 1) to study the operating performances on sufficiency
economy of Nongtakhem community in Nangrong district, Buriram province ; 2) to compare the opinions
of people about the community’s operating performances on sufficiency economy, classified by genders
and occupations ; and 3} to find out the ways for operating performances on sufficiency economy of
the outstanding community. The samples were from two groups. The samples for the guantitative data
were 103 household heads, selected through the table of Krejcie and Morgan and simple random sampling
by drawing lots. The samples for the guantitative data were 17 people obtained by purposive sampling.
The study tools were a questionnaire with the reliability of 0.9276 and structured interview. The data
obtained from the interview were analyzed by inductive method while the data from a questionnaire were
analyzed by frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation. The hypotheses were tested by t-test and
F-test. When the significant differences were found, Scheffe  method was used. The statistical significante
set was at the level of .05, The study results revealed that:

1. The operating performances on sufficiency economy of Nongtakhem community in overall
was found at the highest level. Having considered each aspect, it showed that two aspects : expense
reduction and generosity were at the highest level while the rest aspects were at a high level. The highest
mean score was expense education, followed by generosity ; whereas, the lowest mean score was

economical,



2. The comparison of the opinions of the household heads about the operating performances on
sufficiency economy of Nongtakhem community in Nangrong district, Buriram province, classified by
genders both in overall and each aspect was not different.

3. The comparison of the opinions of household heads about the operating performances on
sufficiency economy of MNongtakhem community in Nangrong district, Buriram province, classified by
occupations both in overall and each aspect was not different.

4. The ways for operating performances on sufficiency economy of the outstanding community
obtained from the interview were as follows :

4.1 Expense reduction on crop production - the community coordinators should ask and
take seeds from the public organizations and distribute them to the villagers.

4.2 Increasing their incomes - the mixed agricultural methods should be introduced by the
government officials, and the unemployed villagers should also be trained to do supplementary jobs.

4.3 Economical - all community members must be the members of saving cooperative for
community production. The capital with low interest rate should also be provided for them to loan for
operating their occupations.

4.4 Living - the local wisdom learning should be systematically managed, retrieved and
preserved in their community.

4.5 Preserving natural resources and environment - the creative activities should be
carried out such as river and canal preservation, releasing fish, and strict prohibition of catching fish
during spawning season.

4.6 Generosity - the welfare funds for the disadvantaged people should be established in

order to help them in time of their needs concretely
