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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to study and compare the states of reading promotion for the students
in the secondary schools in Satuek and Phutthaisong network under the Office of Secondary
Educational Service Area 32 in 5 aspects of the scopes of reading promotion in schools : learning
organization; reading promotion activity organization; providing learning sources and wisdom;
the use of innovative and technological media; and evaluation and following-up, classified by
positions and school sizes. The samples comprised 62 administrators and 650 teachers, totally
712, in the secondary schools in Satuek and Phutthaisong network under the Secondary
Educational Service Area Office 32. The research instrument was a 3-part questionnaire including
check list, a 5- rating scale questionnaire, and open form with the reliability of 0.9590.

The statistics employed in data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, independent
samples t- test, and F-test. Scheffc' method was used to compare each pair of the aspects.
The results revealed as follows:

1. The administrators and teachers had their opinions on the states of reading
promotion for the students in the secondary schools in Satuek and Phutthaisong network under
the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 32, both in total and each aspect at the high level.
The highest mean score was reading promotion activity organization, followed by evaluation and
following-up, and the use of innovative and technological media. The lowest mean score was

providing leamning sources and wisdom.



2. The comparison of the opinions of the administrators and teachers on the states of
reading promotion for the students in the secondary schools in Satuek and Phutthaisong network
under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 32, classified by positions and school sizes
revealed as following :

2.1 The administrators and teachers, classified by positions had no difference in
their opinions on the states of reading promotion for the students in the secondary schools in
Satuek and Phutthaisong network under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 32 both
in total and each aspect.

2.2 The administrators and teachers, classified by school sizes had no
difference in their opinions on the states of reading promotion for the students in the secondary
schools in Satuek and Phutthaisong network under the Secondary Educational Service Area
Office 32 both in total and each aspect, except on the aspect of evaluation and following-up
which had the statistically significant difference at the level of .01. The small and medium
schools had higher opinions on the states of reading promotion for the students in the secondary
schools than the large schools with statistical significance at the level of .05.

3. The opinions and suggestions of the administrators and teachers on the reading
promotion for the students in the secondary schools in Satuek and Phutthaisong network under
the Secondary Educational Service Area Office 32 with the highest percentages were that there
should be planed learning-teaching according to the nature of the students; followed by there
should be an increase of budget for the expansion of the library area and more varieties of books;
and the students should be encouraged to spend their free time on reading.
