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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the development of pupils’ discipline in schools
under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 perceived by the personnel in three
aspects, namely dressing, behavior, and responsibility; to compare the development of pupils’
discipline perceived by the personnel in those three aspects classified by position and experience;
and to gather additional problems and suggestions on the development of pupils’ discipline in
schools. The sample were 341 personnel, derived through Krejcie and Morgan’s Sample—size Table
and the simple random sampling. The instrument in this research was the questionnaire, constructed
by the researcher and with the reliability of 0.96. The statistics used for analyzing the data were
percentage, mean ( X ), standard deviation (S.D.), and t—test, F—test and Scheffe’s Method.

The main research findings were summarized as follows:

1. The development of pupils’ discipline perceived by the personnel, with the
positions of administrators and teachers, as a whole, in aspects, and most items was at the high level;
except on the evaluation during conducting activities for pupils’ dressing development, conducting
pupils’ dressing development annually, summarizing pupils’ dressing development annually,
punishing pupils who continuously dressed against the discipline, and the evaluation during pupils”
behavioral development that were found at the moderate level; and the personnel with working
experiences below 5 years, during 5 — 10 years and more than 10 years, considering as a whole, in
aspects, and in items were yielded at the high level.

2. The development of pupils’ discipline perceived by the personnel with different
positions and working experiences considered as a whole, in aspects, and most items, it found no
differences, except in the responsibility aspect which was found statistically different at the .01



level, and in items on the evaluation during conducting activities for pupils’ dressing development,
summarizing conducting pupils’ dressing development annually, conducting pupils® dressing
development activities, the evaluation during conducting activities for pupils’ responsibility
development, and conducting activities for pupils’ responsibility as specified, it was found
statistically significant difference at .01 level; and on summarizing conducting activities for pupils
dressing development annually, conducting activities for promoting pupils to follow discipline
practice, encouarging pupils when they dress correctly with discipline, specifying the clear policy
on pupils’ behavior, summarizing results on pupils’ responsibility development annually, and
appointing the official communities for pupils’ responsibility, the results were statistically significant
difference at .05 level.

3. The development of pupils’discipline in schools under Buriram Primary Educational
Service Area Office 2 had main problems including pupils’ dressing against school regulations,
pupils’ lacking responsibility for themselves and others, and pupils’ lacking self-discipline: and
had main suggestions including pupils’ discipline should be built up at the pre—primary level, the
pupils should be trained on self-responsibility, pupils’ dressing should be checked daily in the
moming before attending classes, and the teachers should continuously monitor pupils’ discipline

practices.
