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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the problems and needs on the operation
of child development centers under Kandong sub-district administrative organization in Buriram
Province, 2) to propose the methods of problem solving responding to needs on the operation of
child development centers under Kandong sub-district administrative organization in Buriram
Province. There were 2 groups of research sample. The first group of samples answering the
questionnaire were all 4 educators, and 56 baby sitters and 274 parents, selected by simple
random in a total of 334, The second group of samples for interviewing included 8 administrators
selected by purposive sampling. The statistics used for analyzing the collected data were
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and content analysis.

The research results were as follows :

1.The problems and needs on the operation of child development centers under
Kandong sub-district administrative organization in Buriram Province.

1.1 The problems on the operation of child development centers under Kandong
sub-district administrative organization in Buriram Province both as a whole and each aspect
were at a moderate level.

1.2 The needs on the operation of child development centers under Kandong sub-
district administrative organization in Buriram Province both as a whole and each aspect were

at a high level.



2. Method of problem solving responding to the needs on the operation of child
development centers under Kandong sub-district administrative organization in Buriram
Province were as follows :

2.1 Child development center administration aspect - The local administrators must
have broad vision and realize the importance of education, the budget allocation to child
development centers adequately with the needs of the purchasing material, teaching media,”
improving and repairing the child development center buildings. The child development centers
should have a fund raising, such as making a unity in the community; and the personnel should
have knowledge and ability in managing the centers.

2.2 Personal aspect - Baby sitters should graduate Bachelor in early childhood; sub-
district administration organizations should promote and encourage the baby sitters to develop
themselves regularly, and encourage the baby sitters to get the scholarship for Bachelor of early
childhood education, and the number of the baby sitters should be sufficient when comparing to
the children proportion.

2.3 Building, environment and safety aspect - The buildings of child development
centers should have the good and standard environment, strengthened, durable, the location of a
child development centers should be in appropriate areas, safe and no pollution; the areas should
be divided into proportion; the air circulation is good with the shade trees, and there should have
the survey of the damaged playgrounds and repair them in the good conditions.

2.4 Academic and curriculum activity aspect - Baby sitters should have knowledge
and ability to provide the experience to children, especially to integrate through games; the
administrators should promote the baby sitters to train about making plans to organize the
experience and teaching media production, having academic curriculum according to the local;
and the administrators should follow-up and supervise the operation from the educators.

2.5 Participation and all parties support activity aspect — Parents should participate
in the experience operation about the local wisdom teaching, folk arts, and ethics; the meeting
should be held among parents, community leaders, center committees and baby sisters at least
once a year; there should have the home visit, parent corners, brochures making, journals or

newsletters of the child development certers.



2.6 Child development center network promotion activity aspect — There should
establish the network of the child development in sub-district, district, provincial level and in all
sectors; there should have a summary and report on the operation to the administrators know; the
board of network should include the local leaders, relevant education personnel and baby sitters

which do activities to getter regularly twice a year.
