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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study and compare the roles of the administration of learner-
centered approach according to the opinions of administrators and teachers in school under
Buri ram educational service area office Il in 7 classified by study : Leamning process
management, Encourage in media and learning source, Measurement and learning evaluation,
Curriculum development, Community cooperative, Research for learning development and
Development of teacher. The samples were 345 persons, selected through the table of Krejcie
and Morgan, stratified random sampling, and simple random sampling, respectively. The research
instrument was a 68 item questionnaire with its reliability value at .9887. The statistics used to
analyze the collected data were frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The hypotheses were tested by independent samples t-test and one-way ANOVA with the
statistically significant difference at .05 level. The pair comparisons were tested by Scheffe’
method. The results were as follows :

1. Administrators and teachers in school under Buri ram educational service area
office II. They have opinions about the roles of the administration of learner-centered approach
as a whole were at high levels. The highest mean scores were leaming process management.

2. The comparison of administrators and teachers in school under Buri ram educational

service area office II about the roles of the practice of learner-centered approach were as follows



2.1 Administrators and teachers in school under Buri ram educational service area
office 11. They have opinions about the roles of the administration of learner-centered approach
as a whole and at each aspect showed statistical significant differences at .01 level.

2.2 Administrators and teachers in school under Buri ram educational service area
office II. They have opinions about the roles of the administration of learner-centered approach
as a whole and at each aspect showed statistical significant not differences but when each aspeet
were learning process management at showed statistical significant differences at .01 level.

2.3 Administrators and teachers in school under Buri ram educational service ared
office IT who work in differ school size have opinions about the roles of the administration of
learner-centered approach not differences.

3. The additional suggestions were that the roles of the administration of leamer-
centered approach were ; Teachers must be teaching management to lay plans and practicality,
Should have the making various media and cooperative between teachers, students and lntn-v::allj,rE
community, Teacher should have tools development that used in measurement and evaluation
of learning and teaching, School should making curriculum classify by type of maturity,
unanimously, learner require and social community invigorate, School should have various
strategy for community attract and join development education concentrated, Should support to
teacher development in research and have adequate budget, Should be seminar meeting training
practice about thinking process in professional media development follows the roles of the

administration of teacher professional standard to usually.
