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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study the roles in promoting classroom research
of schools administrators according to the opinions schools directors and teachers at the schools
under Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 and to compare their
opinions on this issue, classified by their positions and work experiences. The samples were 405
respondents consisting of 107 school administrators and 298 teachers. They were selected by
using the table of Krejcie and Morgan, and multi-stage random sampling. The instrument used in
this study was a questionnaire with three parts including checilist, 5-rating scale and open-ended
questions with its reliability at 0.8620. The statistics utilized for analyzing the collected data were
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation, t-test and one-way ANOVA, and Scheffe’s
method. The research results were as follows:

1. The opinions of the school administrators and teachers towards the roles in
promoting classroom research of school administrators was at a moderate level in overall aspect.
When considering each aspect, it was found at a high level. Moreover, the mean values have been
listed in order as follows: promotion of work progress was ranked first and was followed by
recognition of able teachers conducting classroom research, and responsibility for teachers doing
classroom research, respectively. However, two aspects were found at a moderate level:
importance given on classroom research and promoting the success of conducting classroom

research.



2. The opinions of the school administrators and teachers on the roles in promoting

classroom research of school administrators were significantly different at the statistical level of
.01 in overall and each aspect.

3. The opinions of school administrators and teachers with different work experiences
toward the roles in promoting classroom research of school administrators were also significantly
different at the statistical level of .01 in overall and each aspect.

4. The opinions of school administrators and teachers with different school sizes toward
the school administrators’ roles in promoting classroom research were not different in overall and
each aspect.

5. The following respective points were suggested and recommended by the samples:
The administrators should be able to analyze, plan, target and explain how to conduct classroom
research in line with the school context. The teachers who conduct the research should be honored
and praised because they have high intention to solve the classroom problems via research. The
budget should be provided for the teachers conducting research. The school administrators should

participate in doing research. Everybody at school should be encouraged to conduct research. And

teachers should be promoted using their research works.
