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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to investigate current circumstance, problems and ways to develop teacher
production of the faculties of education. It was, then, developed to be the proposed policy for teacher
production in the faculties of education in the Rajabhat Universities in the Northeast. This proposed policy
covered comprehensiveness, suitability, congruence, clarity, usefulness, and practical possibility. The research
process was divided into 2 stages, namely stage 1 to draft the tentative proposed policies, consisting of the
study and document analysis, conveyed and drafted tentative proposed policies, and stage two to develop
proposed policies comprising the studies of two sets of experts and the focus group discussion of the
committee of one faculty of education in order to certify the good proposed policies.

The results revealed as follows:

1, The state of the teacher production as a whole was performed at the high level, with the most
performed aspects being the teacher training, followed by the aspect of developing teachers and supporting
personnel, whereas the least average performance was the aspect of building the teacher production
network.

2. The most important teacher production problems in each aspect included : the outnumbered
students admitted each year; the shortage of facilities and teaching materials, especially in the practical
courses; too many students under supervision; teaching load and extra work of the teachers; the teachers
paying less attention in building up network with other schools and related organizations; and shortage

facilities for student activities.



3. The most important guidelines for teacher production for each aspect were: students should be
selected with the characteristics of good, intelligence and faith in teaching profession the sufficiendy
provided for teaching equipment and materials; the supervision system should be developed and
emphasized ; the regulations for further study should be improved, both full-time and part-time study, along
with salary and scholarship support; proactive coordination should be made for building up networking to
strengthen the teacher production; and facilities should be provided for the student activities.

4. The proposed policy for teacher production in the faculties of education of Rajabhat
Universities in the Northeast with the proposed policy for teacher production dividing into 3 parts,
namely principles, objectives, and issues, consisting of 5 aspects, namely teacher production planning,
curriculum and instruction, teachers training, teachers and supporting staff’ development, and building up

the cooperative netwark with 42 measures mall.
