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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 1) to study the efficiency of sexual education
exercises through STAD Cooperative Leamning technique for Prathomsuksa 6 students to meet
the criteria set at 80/80 ; 2) to compare the students’ learning achievement before and after
learning by using sexual education exercises; 3) to investigate the effectiveness index of learning
by using sexual education exercises; and 4) to explore the students’ satisfaction towards learning
by using sexual education exercises. The samples were 32 Prathomsuksa 6 students studying in
the second semester of academic year 2013, selected through simple random sampling method.
The research instruments consisted of 1) 7 sets of sexual education exercises through STAD
Cooperative Leamning technique for Prathomsuksa 6 students ; 2} 7 lesson plans; 3) a 30-item
learning achievement test with 4 multiple-choice, difficulty index 0.49 to 0.63,discrimination
index 0.32 to 0.66, and reliability of 0.84 ; and 4) 15-item of 5-rating scale satisfaction
questionnaire with the discrimination index 0.36 to 0.83 and the reliability of 0.85. The statistics
used for analyzing the collected data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, E /E,and E.L
The hypothesis was tested by t-test (Dependent Samples)

The research results were as follows: 1) The efficiency of sexual education exercises
through STAD Cooperative Learning technique for Prathomsuksa 6 students was 84.58/82.71
which was higher than the criteria set at 80/80; 2) The learning achievement of the students’ after
learning by sexual education exercises was higher than before leaming with the significant

difference at the level of 0.1; 3) The effectiveness index of sexual education exercises was



0.7182 which meant that the students’ leaming achievement increased 71.82% : 4) The students’

satisfaction towards learning by sexual education exercises as a whole was at the high level.
