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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study and compare the state of using information
technology for education in schools under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area Office 4 as
perceived by the schools directors and teachers. The information was classified by status, and size
of school in 3 elements: Administration Management, Teaching, and Teaching assistant. The
samples were 449 school directors and teachers in those schools. The research instrument was a 3-
part questionnaire including checklist, 5-rating scale, and open-ended form with the discrimination
value between 2.070 — 8.609 and its reliability of operational state at 0.982 The statics used to
analyze the collected data were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The
hypotheses were tested by independent t-test and F-test. If it was found significant differences, the
Scheffé¢ Method was used to compare them with the significant difference set at .05 level.

The results were as follows:

1. The opinions of the schools directors and teachers towards the state of using
information technology for education in schools under Buriram Primary Educational Service Area
Office 4, both as a whole and as each aspect, were at “moderate” levels.

2. The comparison of the opinions of the schools directors and teachers, both as a
whole and each aspect, were not different.

3. The comparison of opinions of the schools directors and teachers, classified by the
size of school, both as a whole and as each aspect, were statistically significant differences at .01

levels.



4. The additional opinions and suggestions of the schools directors and teachers were
the schools should give priority to the development of educational informative technology
utilization for learning and instruction, teachers should use more educational information
technology employ as a medium for teaching and learning activities and teachers of all disciplines
should employ educational information technology in teaching and learning activities to motivate

students’ learning by themselves.
