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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study the roles of Buriram Community College for
developing inferior educational opportunity people in Buriram in 4 aspects, namely Teaching -
learning and Academic Matter Services and Student Affairs, Administrative and Supporting, and
Organization and Network System Services, according to the opinions of Buriram Community
College teachers and students, and to compare the roles of Buriram Community College toward
developing inferior educational opportunity people in Buriram according to the status and
students in cach learning centers. The samples of this study were 385 Buriram Community
College teachers and students, selected through the Table of Krejeie & Morgan. The research
instruments used for collecting the data was a 3-part questionnaire, including checklist, 5-level
scale, and Open-ended form with its discrimination between 1,767 to 3.317 and reliability at
9785 The statistics used for data analysis included percentage, mean, standard deviation, and
One-way Analysis of Variance. If the significant differences were found, the Scheffe's Method
would be used. The level of significance is .05.

The findings were found as follows:
1. The opinions of teachers and students of Buriram Community College towords
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in Buriram as a whole were at “high” level.

2. The levels of the opinions of the teachers and students about the roles of Buriram
Community College for developing inferior educational opportunity people in Buriram, according
to their positions, both as a whole and at each aspect were not different.

3. The opinions levels of the students about the roles of Buriram Community College
for developing inferior educational opportunity people in Buriram divided to each learning center,
as a whole and at each aspect were different.

4, The opinions and suggestions obtained from Open-ended form of the roles of Buriram
Community College for developing inferior educational opportunity people in Buriram were as
follows: 1) Teaching — learning and Academic Affairs : The college should provide up-to-date
and useful books for students and teachers sufficiently; 2) Services and Student Affairs: There
were many aetivities that support moral and ethical behavior. 3) Administrative and Supporting:
The college should provide teaching and learning materials with enough and good quality; and
4) Organization and Network System Services: The college should increase numbers of

computers for searching information.
