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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to study and compare the problems and
needs in utilizing community learning resources for learning management of the teachers,
classified by teaching experience, size of schools, educational background and types of
learning resources. The samples were 344 teachers in the schools under Buriram
Educational Service Area office 1. The instrument used was a rating scale questionnaire,
The collected data were analyzed using the SPSS for WINDOWS program by percentage ,
means , standard deviation, one — way analysis of variance and chi— square.

The results of this research were as follows:

1. The teachers’ opinions toward the state of problems in utilizing community
learning resources for learning management both as a whole and in each aspect were at
“moderate” levels,

2. The teachers’ opinions toward the needs in utilizing community learning
resources for leamning management both as a whole and in each aspect were at “moderate”
levels.

3. There were no significant differences of teachers’ opinions toward the state of
problems in utilizing community learning resources for learning management both as a
whole and in each aspect in terms of experiences.

4. There were no significant differences of teachers’ opinions toward the needs in
utilizing community learning resources for learning management both as a whole and in

each aspect in terms of experiences.



5. There were no significant differences of teachers’ opinions toward the state of
problems in utilizing community learning resources for learning management both as a
whole and in each aspect in terms of sizes of schools.

6. There were significant differences at .05 level of teachers® opinions toward the
needs in utilizing community leaming resources for learning management both as a whole
and in each aspect in terms of sizes of schools.

7. There were no significant differences of teachers’ opinions toward the state of
problems in utilizing community learning resources for learning management both as a
whole and in each aspect in terms of educational background.

8. There were no significant differences of teachers’ opinions toward the needs in
utilizing community learning resources for learning management both as a whole and in
each aspect in terms of educational background.

9. There were no significant interrelation of teachers’ opinions toward the
problems in utilizing community learning resources for learning management as a whole
in terms of types of learning resources.

10, There were significant interrelation at.05 level of teachers’ opinions toward
the needs in utilizing community leaming resources for learning management as a whole
in terms of types of learning resources.

The research suggests schools, administrators, teachers, school’s committees,
guardians and communities should be aware of the importance with utilizing community
learning resources for learning management, preserve, provide, prepare, support the budget,
plan to cooperate in utilizing community learning resources, and organize the learning

processes based on leamers’ ways of real life.
